Whereas Congress might enact more workable laws if those

laws also applied to Congress itself: Now, therefore, be it

concurring), That it is the sense of Congress that Con-2

gress is not exempt from the laws that it enacts and3

should govern itself according to the laws that apply to4

the private sector and the other branches of the Federal5
