secutive terms of office, but should be eligible for re-9
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election after an absence from the House of Rep-1

resentatives of at least 4 consecutive years; and2

(4) Senators should be limited to 2 consecutive3

terms of office, but should be eligible for reelection4

after an absence from the Senate of at least 4 con-5

secutive years.6
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
