CONCURRENT RESOLUTION

Expressing the sense of the Congress that all appropriations

made for the Low-Income Home Energy Assistance Pro-
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gram for fiscal year 1995 should be expended, and that
expenditures for such program for fiscal year 1996
should ensure the provision of services at or above the
same level.

Whereas 77 percent of the over 25 million households that
were eligible for the Low-Income Home Energy Assist-
ance Program (hereinafter referred to as “LIHEAP”) in
fiscal year 1992 did not receive assistance due to a lack
of funds;

Whereas recent economic distress has caused significant un-
employment, which has resulted in a greater need for en-
ergy assistance than ever before;

Whereas more than 66 percent of LIHEAP household recipi-
ents have an annual income that is below the poverty
level;

Whereas 43 percent of all LIHEAP eligible households in-
clude children;

Whereas LIHEAP eligible households with children spend ap-
proximately 16 percent of their annual incomes on home
energy costs, which is more than 4 times greater than
that paid by the average household in the United States,
and far beyond their means;

Whereas approximately 40 percent of LIHEAP household re-
cipients are comprised of elderly or disabled persons;

Whereas LIHEAP is an essential, long-term Federal program
that is crucial to the well-being of impoverished American
families and their children;

Whereas Congress appropriated $1,475,000,000 for LIHEAP
for fiscal year 1995; and
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Whereas the Department of Energy predicts that the costs of
residential fuels will increase at a pace greater than infla-
tion: Now, therefore, be it

Resolved by the House of Representatives (the Senate
concurring), That it is the sense of the Congress that—
(1) the maintenance of LIHEAP should be a

high priority in order to enable the working poor,
