SECTION 1. EXTENSION OF TEMPORARY PROHIBITION.3

The final paragraph of section 10 of the Railway4

Labor Act (45 U.S.C. 160) shall apply and be extended5

through February 28, 1995, with respect to the dispute6
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referred to in Executive Order No. 12925 of August 29,1

1994. During this extension period no change, except by2

agreement, shall be made by the rail carrier, the Soo Line3

Railroad Company, or by the employees of such carrier4

represented by the United Transportation Union, in the5

conditions out of which the dispute arose as such condi-6

tions existed before July 14, 1994.7
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
