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print identification, barcode validation, a photograph, or1

some other identifiable feature.2

(b) WORK AUTHORIZATION DOCUMENT.—Not later3

than January 1, 1996, the Attorney General shall des-4

ignate the social security card as the single acceptable5

work authorization document under the Immigration Re-6

form and Control Act.7
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
