SECTION 1. UNSPENT AMOUNTS FROM ALLOWANCES OF

MEMBERS OF THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTA-
TIVES TO BE AVAILABLE FOR COLLEGE
SCHOLARSHIPS AND NATIONAL DEBT REDUC-
TION.

Notwithstanding any other provision of law, to the

extent that an allowance of a Member of the House of

Representatives is not otherwise used for a purpose speci-

fied

by law or other authority, such allowance shall be

available to the Member—

SEC.

(1) for college scholarships for residents of the
congressional district of the Member; and

(2) for reduction of the national debt.

2. DEFINITIONS.
As used in this Act—

(1) the term *“*Member of the House of Rep-
resentatives” means a Representative in, or a Dele-
gate or Resident Commissioner to, the Congress;
and

(2) the term *‘allowance” means, with respect
to a Member of the House of Representatives, the
official expenses allowance, the clerk hire allowance,
the official mail allowance, or any other official al-

lowance of the Member.
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
