A BILL
For the relief of Harold W. Brown.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-1

tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,2

SECTION 1. SATISFACTION OF CLAIM AGAINST THE UNITED3

STATES.4

(a) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary of Defense shall5

pay, out of funds appropriated for operation and mainte-6

nance for the Department of Defense, to Harold W.7

Brown, of Titusville, Florida, the amount described in sub-8

section (b) as reimbursement for the amount deducted9

from Mr. Brown’s earnings incident to the transportation10

of his household goods at the time of his retirement as11

a United States Department of Defense civilian employee12
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in March 1982. The payment of this sum shall be in full1

satisfaction of any claim against the United States for re-2

imbursement of such transportation expenses.3

(b) AMOUNT OF PAYMENT.—The amount to be paid4

under subsection (a) shall be the lesser of—5

(1) the cost of shipping Mr. Brown’s household6

goods from Madrid, Spain (his post of duty at the7

time of his retirement), to Paris, France (where Mr.8

Brown elected to reside following retirement) includ-9

ing a drop off en route at Antibes, France, or10

(2) the constructive cost of shipping the same11

goods from Madrid, Spain, to Silver Spring, Mary-12

land (Mr. Brown’s place of actual residence at the13

time of his assignment to duty outside the United14

States).15

SEC. 2. LIMITATION ON ATTORNEY’S AND AGENT’S FEES.16

No more than 10 percent of the sum appropriated17

by section 1 shall be paid to or received by any agent or18

attorney for services rendered in connection with the claim19

described in such section. Any person violating the provi-20

sions of this section shall be fined not more than $1,000.21
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
