SECTION 1. RESTORATION OF LEAVE RIGHTS.3

(a) IN GENERAL.—Section 104 of the Family and4

Medical Leave Act of 1993 (29 U.S.C. 2614) is amended5

by striking out subsection (b) and redesignating sub-6

section (c) as subsection (b).7

(b) CONFORMING AMENDMENT.—Section 502 of the8

Family and Medical Leave Act of 1993 (2 U.S.C. 60n)9

is amended by striking out ‘‘(other than section 104(b))’’.10
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
