Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-1

tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,2

That section 2110 of title 46, United States Code (relating3

to fees), is amended by adding at the end the following4

new subsection:5
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‘‘(j)(1) The head of an agency may not establish or1

increase any fee or charge for a service or thing of value2

provided by the agency to a person or vessel described in3

paragraph (2), unless the rule establishing the fee or4

charge is issued—5

‘‘(A) after publication of notice, the holding of6

one or more public hearings, and the provision of a7

period for the submission of comments by the public8

regarding the proposed rule; and9

‘‘(B) on the record.10

‘‘(2)(A) A person referred to in paragraph (1) is a11

person who—12

‘‘(i) is engaged in the carriage of goods or pas-13

sengers by vessel for hire;14

‘‘(ii) provides services to a person described in15

clause (i), including the storage, dockside movement,16

loading, or unloading of goods carried by vessel for17

hire; or18

‘‘(iii) exports or imports goods carried by vessel19

for hire and is located in the United States.20

‘‘(B) A vessel referred to in paragraph (1) is a vessel21

that is used for the carriage of goods or passengers for22

hire.’’.23
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
