SECTION 1. PAINTINGS IMPORTED FOR USE BY CERTAIN3

PUBLIC OR NONPROFIT INSTITUTIONS.4

Subchapter X of chapter 98 of the Harmonized Tariff5

Schedule of the United States is amended by inserting in6

numerical sequence the following new subheading, with the7
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article description having the same degree of indentation1

as the article description in subheading 9810.00.40:2

‘‘ 9810.00.42 Paintings .............................................. Free Free ’’.

SEC. 2. APPLICABILITY.3

The amendment made by section 1 shall apply with4

respect to goods entered, or withdrawn from warehouse5

for consumption, on or after the 15th day after the date6

of the enactment of this Act.7
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
