SEC. 202. EFFECTIVE DATES.19

(a) IN GENERAL.—Except as provided in subsection20

(b), the amendments made by this Act shall become effec-21

tive and implemented not later than one hundred and22

twenty days after the date of issuance of final regulations23

by the Secretary of Agriculture to carry out the amend-24

ments.25
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(b) EXCEPTIONS.—The amendments made by sec-1

tions 102 and 103 shall become effective on the date of2

enactment of this Act.3
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
