SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.3

This Act may be cited as the ‘‘National Narcotics4

Leadership Act Amendments Act of 1993’’.5

SEC. 2. EXTENSION OF OFFICE OF NATIONAL DRUG CON-6

TROL POLICY.7

Section 1009 of the National Narcotics Leadership8

Act of 1988 (21 U.S.C. 1506) is amended to read as fol-9

lows:10
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‘‘SEC. 1009. TERMINATION OF OFFICE OF NATIONAL DRUG1

CONTROL POLICY.2

‘‘This subtitle and the amendments made by this sub-3

title, are repealed on September 31, 1998.’’.4

SEC. 3. AUTHORIZATION OF APPROPRIATIONS.5

Section 1011 of the National Narcotics Leadership6

Act of 1988 (21 U.S.C. 1508) is amended to read as fol-7

lows:8

‘‘SEC. 1011. AUTHORIZATION OF APPROPRIATIONS.9

‘‘For the purpose of carrying out this subtitle, there10

are authorized to be appropriated such sums as may be11

necessary for fiscal year 1994, and for each of the 4 suc-12

ceeding fiscal years, to remain available until expended.’’.13
