Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-1

tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,2

SECTION 1. WAIVER OF CERTAIN LIMITATIONS AND RE-3

QUIREMENTS.4

A petition filed under section 2111 of the Public5

Health Service Act (42 U.S.C. 300aa–11) seeking com-6

pensation from the National Vaccine Injury Compensation7

Program for vaccine-related injuries suffered by Amanda8

E. Hart after receiving a vaccination for diphtheria, per-9

tussis, and tetanus in 1984 shall not be barred by—10

(1) the statute of limitations contained in sec-11

tion 2116(a)(1) of such Act;12
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(2) any limitation contained in section 2111(a)1

of such Act; or2

(3) laches.3

SEC. 2. DEADLINE.4

Section 1 shall apply only if a petition is filed seeking5

the compensation referred to in section 1 within the 1-6

year period beginning on the date of the enactment of this7

Act.8
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
