1445j(a)(2) (G), (H), and (I)) shall not apply to any ad-6

vance deficiency payment made to a producer with respect7

to that portion of the crop that is prevented from being8
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planted due to damaging weather or related condition, as1

such terms are defined in section 2251 of the Food, Agri-2

culture, Conservation, and Trade Act of 1990 (7 U.S.C.3

1401 note).4
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
