A BILL

To require official inspection and testing of all grain
imported into the United States.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,

Section 5 of the United States Grain Standards Act
(7 U.S.C. 77) is amended by adding at the end the follow-
Ing new subsection:

“(d) INsPECTION OF IMPORTED GRAIN.—The Ad-
ministrator shall require that all grain imported into the

United States be accompanied by a valid certification of
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the grade designation and level of vomitoxin of the grain.

10 The Administrator may, upon request, perform weighing
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1 or inspection on a fee basis of any such grain that is not
2 accompanied by such certification prior to the transfer of
3 the grain into an elevator, warehouse, or other storage fa-

4 cility in the United States.”.
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
