Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-1

tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,2

SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.3

This Act may be cited as the ‘‘Juvenile Justice and4

Delinquency Prevention Act Technical Amendments of5

1993’’.6

SEC. 2. AMENDMENTS TO THE JUVENILE JUSTICE AND DE-7

(12) in section 281(a)(8) by striking ‘‘sub-11

stances analogues’’ and inserting ‘‘substance ana-12

logues’’,13

(13) in subpart II of part D by inserting before14

section 282 the following:15

‘‘AUTHORITY TO MAKE GRANTS AND CONTRACTS’’,16

(14) in the first part I by inserting the follow-17

ing before section 291:18

‘‘AUTHORITY TO CALL AND CONDUCT CONFERENCE’’,19

(15) in section 291(c) by striking ‘‘18 months’’20

and inserting ‘‘48 months’’,21

(16) by redesignating the second part I as22

part J,23

(17) in section 299(a)—24

(A) in paragraph (1) by striking ‘‘years25

1993,’’ and inserting ‘‘fiscal year 1993 and26
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such sums as may be necessary for fiscal1

years’’,2

(B) in paragraph (2)(A) by moving the left3

margin of clauses (i) and (ii) 2 ems to the left,4

and5

(C) in paragraph (5) by striking ‘‘(A) Sub-6

ject to subparagraph (B)’’ and inserting ‘‘Sub-7

ject to paragraph (2)(B)’’, and8

(18) in section 299C(c)(2) by striking ‘‘this9

paragraph’’ and inserting ‘‘paragraph (1)’’.10

SEC. 3. EFFECTIVE DATES.11

(a) GENERAL EFFECTIVE DATE.—Except as pro-12

vided in subsection (b), this Act and the amendments13

made by this Act shall take effect on the date of the enact-14

ment of this Act.15

(b) SPECIAL EFFECTIVE DATE.—The amendments16

made by section 2(4) shall take effect on November 4,17

1992.18
