Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
That, notwithstanding any other provision of law, after the
90th day following the date of the enactment of this Act,
no bridge connecting Kings and Richmond Counties, New

York, shall collect tolls solely from those vehicles exiting
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from the bridge into Richmond County.
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
