SECTION 1. COMPETITIVE PROCUREMENT OF PRINTING
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4 FOR THE EXECUTIVE AND LEGISLATIVE

6 () IN GENERAL.—EXxcept as provided in subsection
7 (b), printing for the executive branch of the Government

and printing for the legislative branch of the Government
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shall be procured through a competitive bid process con-
ducted by the Administrator of General Services.

(b) ExcepTioN.—ANy department, agency, or other
entity of the executive branch or the legislative branch
that produces classified information may print that infor-
mation.

SEC. 2. DEFINITION.

As used in this Act, the term “classified information”
means information that, for reasons of national security,
Is specifically designated by the Government, pursuant to
law, Executive order, or regulation, for protection against

unauthorized disclosure.
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
