The President is authorized and requested to issue,
or have issued, a posthumous commission in the name of
Johnson Chesnut Whittaker of South Carolina in the
grade of second lieutenant in the regular Army, as
recompense for the unjust separation of Johnson Chesnut

Whittaker from the Corps of Cadets of the United States
