Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.

This Act may be cited as the “Equal Access to An-
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nual Mammography Screening Act of 1993,
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SEC. 2. COVERAGE OF ANNUAL SCREENING MAMMOG-

RAPHY FOR WOMEN AGE 65 OR OLDER.

(a) IN GENERAL.—Section 8134(c)(2)(A) of the So-
cial Security Act (42 U.S.C. 1395m(c)(2)(A)), as added
by section 4163(b)(2) of the Omnibus Budget Reconcili-
ation Act of 1990, is amended—

(1) in clause (iv), by striking ““but under 65
years of age,”; and
(2) by striking clause (v).

(b) EFFecTive DATE.—The amendment made by

subsection (a) shall apply to screening mammaography per-

formed on or after January 1, 1994,
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
