(3) The Environmental Protection Agency esti-5

mates that meeting the Nation’s 20-year design6

needs for publicly-owned wastewater treatment7

works will cost $137,000,000,000.8

(4) Federal and State expenditures for infra-9

structure projects under the Federal Water Pollution10

Control Act will continue to be constrained due to11

the enormity of the Federal budget deficit unless al-12

ternative funding sources can be identified.13
