Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-1

tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,2

SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.3

This Act may be cited as the ‘‘Federal Communica-4

tions Commission Authorization Act of 1994’’.5

SEC. 2. EXTENSION OF AUTHORITY.6

Section 6 of the Communications Act of 1934 (477

U.S.C. 156) is amended to read as follows:8
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‘‘SEC. 6. AUTHORIZATION OF APPROPRIATIONS.1

‘‘There are authorized to be appropriated for the ad-2

ministration of this Act by the Commission $188,400,0003

for fiscal year 1995, together with such sums as may be4

necessary for increases resulting from adjustments in sal-5

ary, pay, retirement, other employee benefits required by6

law, and other nondiscretionary costs, for fiscal year 1995.7

Of the sum appropriated in each fiscal year under this8

section, a portion, in an amount determined under section9

9(b), shall be derived from fees authorized by section 9.’’.10
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
