AN ACT
Making appropriations for the Treasury Department, the

United States Postal Service, the Executive Office of

the President, and certain Independent Agencies, for the

fiscal year ending September 30, 1995, and for other

purposes.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-1

tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,2

That the following sums are appropriated, out of any3

money in the Treasury not otherwise appropriated, for the4

Treasury Department, the United States Postal Service,5

the Executive Office of the President, and certain Inde-6

pendent Agencies, for the fiscal year ending September 30,7

1995, and for other purposes, namely:8
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TITLE I—DEPARTMENT OF THE TREASURY1

DEPARTMENTAL OFFICES2

SALARIES AND EXPENSES3

For necessary expenses of the Departmental Offices4

including operation and maintenance of the Treasury5

Building and Annex; hire of passenger motor vehicles;6

maintenance, repairs, and improvements of, and purchase7

of commercial insurance policies for, real properties leased8

or owned overseas, when necessary for the performance9

of official business; not to exceed $2,900,000 for official10

travel expenses; not to exceed $100,000 for official recep-11

tion and representation expenses, of which $75,000 is for12

such expenses of the international affairs function of the13

Offices; not to exceed $3,101,000 to remain available until14

September 30, 1997, shall be available for information15

technology modernization requirements; not to exceed16

$258,000 for unforeseen emergencies of a confidential na-17

ture, to be allocated and expended under the direction of18

the Secretary of the Treasury and to be accounted for19

solely on his certificate; not to exceed $490,000, to remain20

available until September 30, 1997, for repairs and im-21

provements to the Main Treasury Building and Annex;22

$105,150,000: Provided, That of the offsetting collections23

credited to this account, $79,000 are permanently can-24

celed.25

gencies of a confidential nature, to be allocated and ex-8

pended under the direction of the Inspector General of the9

Treasury; $28,897,000.10

TREASURY FORFEITURE FUND19

(LIMITATION OF AVAILABILITY OF DEPOSITS)20

For necessary expenses of the Treasury Forfeiture21

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FEDERAL LAW ENFORCEMENT TRAINING CENTER1

SALARIES AND EXPENSES2

For necessary expenses of the Federal Law Enforce-3

ment Training Center, as a bureau of the Department of4

the Treasury, including materials and support costs of5

Federal law enforcement basic training; purchase (not to6

exceed fifty-two for police-type use) and hire of passenger7

motor vehicles; for expenses for student athletic and relat-8

ed activities; uniforms without regard to the general pur-9

chase price limitation for the current fiscal year; the con-10

ducting of and participating in firearms matches and pres-11

entation of awards; for public awareness and enhancing12

community support of law enforcement training; not to ex-13

ceed $9,000 for official reception and representation ex-14

penses; room and board for student interns; and services15

as authorized by 5 U.S.C. 3109: Provided, That the Cen-16

ter is authorized to accept and use gifts of property, both17

real and personal, and to accept services, for authorized18

purposes, including funding of a gift of intrinsic value19

which shall be awarded annually by the Director of the20

Center to the outstanding student who graduated from a21

basic training program at the Center during the previous22

fiscal year, which shall be funded only by gifts received23

through the Center’s gift authority: Provided further, That24

notwithstanding any other provision of law, students at-25
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tending training at any Federal Law Enforcement Train-1

ing Center site shall reside in on-Center or Center-pro-2

vided housing, insofar as available and in accordance with3

Center policy: Provided further, That funds appropriated4

in this account shall be available for training United5

States Postal Service law enforcement personnel and Post-6

al police officers, at the discretion of the Director; State7

and local government law enforcement training on a space-8

available basis; training of foreign law enforcement offi-9

cials on a space-available basis with reimbursement of ac-10

tual costs to this appropriation; training of private sector11

security officials on a space-available basis with reimburse-12

ment of actual costs to this appropriation; travel expenses13

of non-Federal personnel to attend State and local course14

development meetings at the Center: Provided further,15

That the Center is authorized to obligate funds in antici-16

pation of reimbursements from agencies receiving training17

at the Federal Law Enforcement Training Center, except18

that total obligations at the end of the fiscal year shall19

not exceed total budgetary resources available at the end20

of the fiscal year: Provided further, That the Federal Law21

Enforcement Training Center is authorized to provide22

short term medical services for students undergoing train-23

ing at the Center; $46,713,000, of which $8,821,000 for24

materials and support costs of Federal law enforcement25
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basic training shall remain available until September 30,1

1997.2

ACQUISITION, CONSTRUCTION, IMPROVEMENTS, AND3

RELATED EXPENSES4

For expansion of the Federal Law Enforcement5

Training Center, for acquisition of necessary additional6

real property and facilities, and for ongoing maintenance,7

facility improvements, and related expenses, $9,815,000,8

to remain available until expended.9

FINANCIAL MANAGEMENT SERVICE10

SALARIES AND EXPENSES11

For necessary expenses of the Financial Management12

Service, $185,389,000, of which not to exceed13

$13,459,000 shall remain available until expended for sys-14

tems modernization initiatives. In addition, $90,000, to be15

derived from the Oil Spill Liability Trust Fund, to reim-16

burse the Service for administrative and personnel ex-17

penses for financial management of the Fund, as author-18

ized by section 1012 of Public Law 101–380: Provided,19

That of the offsetting collections credited to this account,20

ries, travel, fuel, training, equipment, and other similar24

costs of State and local law enforcement officers that are25
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incurred in joint operations with the Bureau of Alcohol,1

Tobacco and Firearms: Provided, That none of the funds2

appropriated herein shall be available to investigate or act3

upon applications for relief from Federal firearms disabil-4

ities under 18 U.S.C. 925(c): Provided further, That such5

funds shall be available to investigate and act upon appli-6

cations filed by corporations for relief from Federal fire-7

arms disabilities under 18 U.S.C. section 925(c): Provided8

further, That no funds made available by this or any other9

Act may be used to implement any reorganization of the10

Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco and Firearms or transfer of11

the Bureau’s functions, missions, or activities to other12

agencies or Departments in the fiscal year ending on Sep-13

tember 30, 1995: Provided further, That no funds appro-14

priated herein shall be available for salaries or administra-15

tive expenses in connection with consolidating or centraliz-16

ing, within the Department of the Treasury, the records,17

or any portion thereof, of acquisition and disposition of18

firearms maintained by Federal firearms licensees: Pro-19

vided, That of the offsetting collections credited to this20

account, $4,000 are permanently canceled.21

SALARIES AND EXPENSES23

For necessary expenses of the United States Customs24

Service, including purchase of up to 1,000 motor vehicles25
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of which 960 are for replacement only, including 990 for1

police-type use and commercial operations; hire of motor2

vehicles; not to exceed $20,000 for official reception and3

representation expenses; and awards of compensation to4

informers, as authorized by any Act enforced by the5

United States Customs Service; $1,391,700,000, of which6

such sums as become available in the Customs User Fee7

Account, except sums subject to section 13031(f)(3) of the8

Consolidated Omnibus Reconciliation Act of 1985, as9

amended (19 U.S.C. 58c(f)(3)), shall be derived from that10

Account; of the total, not to exceed $150,000 shall be11

available for payment for rental space in connection with12

preclearance operations, and not to exceed $4,000,00013

(TO BE DERIVED FROM FEES COLLECTED)12

Such sums as may be necessary, not to exceed13

$1,406,000, for expenses for the provision of Customs14

services at certain small airports or other facilities when15

authorized by law and designated by the Secretary of the16

Treasury, including expenditures for the salary and ex-17

penses of individuals employed to provide such services,18

to be derived from fees collected by the Secretary of the19

Treasury pursuant to section 236 of Public Law 98–57320

for each of these airports or other facilities when author-21

ized by law and designated by the Secretary of the Treas-22

ury, and to remain available until expended.23

SALARIES AND EXPENSES2

For necessary expenses of the United States Mint;3

$54,770,000, of which $1,540,000 shall remain available4

until September 30, 1997, for expansion and improve-5

ments.6

BUREAU OF THE PUBLIC DEBT7

ADMINISTERING THE PUBLIC DEBT8

For necessary expenses connected with any public-9

debt issues of the United States; $183,458,000: Provided,10

That in fiscal year 1995 and thereafter, the Secretary is11

authorized to collect fees of not less than $46 for each12

definitive security issue provided to customers, and an an-13

nual maintenance fee of not less than $25 for each Treas-14

ury Direct Investor Account exceeding $100,000 in par15

value: Provided further, That in fiscal year 1995 and16

thereafter, of the definitive security fees collected, not to17

exceed $600,000, and of the annual maintenance fees for18

Treasury Direct Investor Account collected, not to exceed19

$2,500,000, shall be retained and used in the current fis-20

cal year for the specific purpose of offsetting costs of Bu-21

reau of the Public Debt’s marketable security activities,22

and any fees collected in excess of said amounts shall be23

deposited as miscellaneous receipts in the Treasury: Pro-24

vided further, That the sum appropriated herein from the25
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General Fund for fiscal year 1995 shall be reduced by not1

more than $600,000 as definitive security issue fees are2

collected and not more than $2,500,000 as Treasury Di-3

rect Investor Account Maintenance fees are collected, so4

as to result in a final fiscal year 1995 appropriation from5

the General Fund estimated at $180,358,000.6

PAYMENT OF GOVERNMENT LOSSES IN SHIPMENT7

Beginning in fiscal year 1995 and thereafter, there8

mined by the Commissioner; $225,632,000, of which not22

to exceed $25,000 for official reception and representation23

expenses.24

For necessary expenses of the Internal Revenue Serv-2

ice, not otherwise provided for; including processing tax3

returns; revenue accounting; providing assistance to tax-4

payers; hire of passenger motor vehicles (31 U.S.C.5

1343(b)); and services as authorized by 5 U.S.C. 3109,6

at such rates as may be determined by the Commissioner;7

$1,616,295,000, of which $3,500,000 shall be for the Tax8

Counseling for the Elderly Program, no amount of which9

shall be available for IRS administrative costs.10

TAX LAW ENFORCEMENT11

For necessary expenses of the Internal Revenue Serv-12

ice for determining and establishing tax liabilities; tax and13

enforcement litigation; technical rulings; examining em-14

ployee plans and exempt organizations; investigation and15

enforcement activities; securing unfiled tax returns; col-16

lecting unpaid accounts; statistics of income and compli-17

ance research; the purchase (for police-type use, not to18

exceed 600, of which not to exceed 450 shall be for re-19

placement only), and hire of passenger motor vehicles (3120

U.S.C. 1343(b)); and services as authorized by 5 U.S.C.21

3109, at such rates as may be determined by the Commis-22

sioner: Provided, That additional amounts above fiscal23

year 1994 levels for international tax enforcement shall24

be used for the continued operation of a task force com-25

prised of senior Internal Revenue Service Attorneys, ac-26
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countants, and economists dedicated to enforcement ac-1

tivities related to United States subsidiaries of foreign-2

controlled corporations that are in non-compliance with3

the Internal Revenue Code of 1986; $4,412,580,000, of4

which not to exceed $1,000,000 shall remain available5

until September 30, 1997.6

INFORMATION SYSTEMS7

For necessary expenses for data processing and tele-8

communications support for Internal Revenue Service ac-9

tivities, including: tax systems modernization (modernized10

developmental systems), modernized operational systems,11

services and compliance, and support systems; and for the12

hire of passenger motor vehicles (31 U.S.C. 1343(b)); and13

services as authorized by 5 U.S.C. 3109, at such rates14

as may be determined by the Commissioner:15

$1,240,357,000 of which $185,000,000 shall remain avail-16

able until September 30, 1997: Provided, That none of the17

funds appropriated for tax systems modernization may be18

obligated until the Commissioner of the Internal Revenue19

Service reports to the Committees on Appropriations of20

the House and Senate on the implementation of Tax Sys-21

tems Modernization.22

The Internal Revenue Service shall institute5

and maintain a training program to insure that Internal6

Revenue Service employees are trained in taxpayers’7

rights, in dealing courteously with the taxpayers, and in8

cross-cultural relations.9

UNITED STATES SECRET SERVICE10

SALARIES AND EXPENSES11

For necessary expenses of the United States Secret12

Service, including purchase (not to exceed three hundred13

and forty-three vehicles for police-type use for replacement14

only) and hire of passenger motor vehicles; hire of aircraft;15

training and assistance requested by State and local gov-16

ernments, which may be provided without reimbursement;17

services of expert witnesses at such rates as may be deter-18

mined by the Director; rental of buildings in the District19

of Columbia, and fencing, lighting, guard booths, and20

other facilities on private or other property not in Govern-21

ment ownership or control, as may be necessary to per-22

form protective functions; for payment of per diem and/23

or subsistence allowances to employees where a protective24

assignment during the actual day or days of the visit of25

SECTION 101. Of the funds appropriated by this or3

any other Act to the Internal Revenue Service, amounts4

attributable to efficiency savings for fiscal year 1995 shall5

be identified as such by the Commissioner during that fis-6

cal year: Provided, That in the fiscal year when the sav-7

ings are realized, the amount of efficiency savings shall8

be non-recurred from the Internal Revenue Service budget9

base: Provided further, That on an annual basis, the Inter-10

nal Revenue Service shall report to the House and Senate11

Appropriations Committees on the status of the program.12

SEC. 102. Any obligation or expenditure by the Sec-13

retary in connection with law enforcement activities of a14

Federal agency or a Department of the Treasury law en-15

forcement organization in accordance with 31 U.S.C.16

9703(g)(4)(B) from unobligated balances remaining in the17

Fund on September 30, 1995, shall be made in compliance18

with the reprogramming guidelines contained in the House19

and Senate reports accompanying this Act.20

SEC. 103. Appropriations to the Treasury Depart-21

ment in this Act shall be available for uniforms or allow-22

ances therefor, as authorized by law (5 U.S.C. 5901), in-23

cluding maintenance, repairs, and cleaning; purchase of24

insurance for official motor vehicles operated in foreign25
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countries; purchase of motor vehicles without regard to the1

general purchase price limitation for vehicles purchased2

and used overseas for the current fiscal year; entering into3

contracts with the Department of State for the furnishing4

of health and medical services to employees and their de-5

pendents serving in foreign countries; and services author-6

SEC. 104. Not to exceed 2 per centum of any appro-8

priations in this Act for the Department of the Treasury9

may be transferred between such appropriations. Notwith-10

standing any authority to transfer funds between appro-11

priations contained in this or any other Act, no transfer12

may increase or decrease any appropriation in this Act by13

more than 2 per centum and any such proposed transfers14

shall be approved in advance by the Committees on Appro-15

priations of the House and Senate.16

SEC. 105. Notwithstanding any other provision of17

law, beginning in fiscal year 1995 and thereafter, the Fi-18

nancial Management Service (FMS) shall be reimbursed,19

for postage incurred by FMS to make check payments on20

their behalf, by: the Department of Veterans Affairs, for21

the mailing of Compensation and Pension benefit pay-22

ments; the Department of Health and Human Services,23

for the mailing of Supplemental Security Income pay-24

ments; and the Office of Personnel Management, for the25
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mailing of Retirement payments. Such reimbursement1

shall be due beginning with checks mailed on October 1,2

1994, and such reimbursement shall occur on a monthly3

basis.4

SEC. 106. (a) Of the budgetary resources available5

to the Department of the Treasury during fiscal year6

1995, $33,437,000 are permanently canceled.7

(b) The Secretary of the Treasury shall allocate the8

amount of budgetary resources canceled among the De-9

partment’s accounts available for procurement and pro-10

curement-related expenses. Amounts available for procure-11

ment and procurement-related expenses in each such ac-12

count shall be reduced by the amount allocated to such13

account.14

(c) For the purposes of this section, the definition15

of ‘‘procurement’’ includes all stages of the process of ac-16

quiring property or services, beginning with the process17

of determining a need for a product or services and ending18

with contract completion and closeout, as specified in 4119

U.S.C. 403(2).20

SEC. 107. None of the funds appropriated by this21

title shall be used in connection with the collection of any22

underpayment of any tax imposed by the Internal Revenue23

Code of 1986 unless the conduct of officers and employees24

of the Internal Revenue Service in connection with such25
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collection complies with subsection (a) of section 805 (re-1

lating to communications in connection with debt collec-2

tion), and section 806 (relating to harassment or abuse),3

of the Fair Debt Collection Practices Act (15 U.S.C.4

1692).5

SEC. 108. The Internal Revenue Service shall insti-6

tute policies and procedures which will safeguard the con-7

fidentiality of taxpayer information.8

SEC. 109. The funds provided to the Bureau of Alco-9

hol, Tobacco and Firearms for fiscal year 1995 in this10

Act for the enforcement of the Federal Alcohol Adminis-11

tration Act shall be expended in a manner so as not to12

diminish enforcement efforts with respect to section 10513

of the Federal Alcohol Administration Act.14

employee of any State or local child support enforcement5

agency, or any individual participating in a State or local6

program of child support enforcement, a fee for informa-7

tion requested or provided concerning an address of a8

postal customer: Provided further, That none of the funds9

provided in this Act shall be used to consolidate or close10

small rural and other small post offices in the fiscal year11

ending on September 30, 1995.12

SEC. 631. Section 5(f) of the Federal Workforce Re-8

structuring Act of 1994 (Public Law 103–226) is amend-9

ed by adding at the end the following new paragraph:10

‘‘(3) APPLICABILITY OF BACKFILL PREVENTION11

PROVISIONS TO AGENCIES OTHERWISE EXEMPTED12

FROM FTE REDUCTION.—13

‘‘(A) IN GENERAL.—If any agency is oth-14

erwise exempted by any law from the limita-15

tions on full-time equivalent positions or the re-16

strictions on hiring established by this section—17

‘‘(i) paragraph (1) shall apply to va-18

cancies created in such agency; and19

‘‘(ii) the reductions required pursuant20

to clause (i) shall be made in the number21

of funded employee positions in such agen-22

cy.23

‘‘(B) WAIVER AUTHORITY.—In the case of24

a particular position in an agency, subpara-25
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graph (A) may be waived upon a determination1

by the head of the agency that the performance2

of a critical agency mission requires the waiver.3

‘‘(C) RELATION TO OTHER LAW.—No law4

may be construed as suspending or modifying5

this paragraph unless such law specifically6

amends this paragraph.’’.7

SEC. 632. (a) IN GENERAL.—Hereafter, the employ-8

ment of any individual within the Executive Office of the9

President shall be placed in leave without pay status if10

the individual—11

(1) has not, within 30 days of commencing such12

employment or by October 31, 1994 (whichever oc-13

curs later), submitted a completed questionnaire for14

sensitive positions (SF–86); or15

(2) has not, 6 months of commencing such em-16

ployment or by October 31, 1994 (whichever occurs17

later), had his or her background investigation, if18

completed, forwarded by the counsel to the President19

to the United States Secret Service for issuance of20

the appropriate White House pass.21

(b) EXEMPTION.—Subsection (a) shall not apply to22

any individual specifically exempted from such subsection23

by the President or his designee.24
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This Act may be cited as the ‘‘Treasury, Postal Serv-1

ice and General Government Appropriations Act, 1995’’.2
