SEC. 2. CIVIL PENALTY FOR IMPORTING MERCHANDISE

WITH A COUNTERFEIT MARK.
Section 1526 of title 19, United States Code, is
amended by adding a subsection (f) to read as follows:
“(f) Any person who directs, assists financially or
otherwise, or is in any way concerned with the importation
of merchandise seized pursuant to paragraph (e) shall be
subject to a civil fine. For the first such seizure, the fine
shall be equal to the value that the merchandise would
have had if it were genuine. For the second seizure and
thereafter, the fine shall be equal to twice the value that

the merchandise would have had if it were genuine.”.
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
