(2) ProHiBITION.—Chapter 5 of title 14, United
States Code, is amended by adding at the end the follow-
ing:

“A Coast Guard vessel may not be overhauled, re-
paired, or maintained in any shipyard located outside the
United States, except that this section does not apply to
emergency repairs.”.

(b) CLErRICAL AMENDMENT.—Title 14, United
States Code, is amended in the analysis at the beginning

of chapter 5 by adding at the end the following:

“96. Prohibition on overhaul, repair, and maintenance of Coast Guard vessels
in foreign shipyards.”.
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
