Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-1

tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,2

SECTION 1. REFERENCE.3

Whenever in this Act a section or other provision is4

amended or repealed, such amendment or repeal shall be5

considered to be made to that section or other provision6

of title 5, United States Code.7

(2) SERVICE BEFORE JANUARY 1, 1995.—The3

portion of any annuity under chapter 83 or chapter4

84, as the case may be, of title 5, United States5

Code, relating to a period of service of an individual6

serving as a Member of Congress or a congressional7

employee that occurs before January 1, 1995, shall8

be determined under either such chapter as such9

chapters were in effect on December 31, 1994.10

(3) ELECTION TO TREAT SERVICE UNDER RE-11

FORMED SYSTEM.—A Member of Congress or a con-12

gressional employee may make an irrevocable elec-13

tion to treat service creditable under chapter 83 or14

chapter 84, as applicable, of title 5, United States15

Code, before January 1, 1995, as service under the16

applicable chapter as if the amendments made by17

this Act were in effect during such creditable service.18

(4) MEMBER OF CONGRESS AND CONGRES-19

SIONAL EMPLOYEE DEFINED.—For the purposes of20

this section, the terms ‘‘Member of Congress’’ and21

‘‘congressional employee’’ have the meaning given22

such terms in sections 2106 and 2107 of title 5,23

United States Code, respectively.24
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
