(@) IN GENERAL.—Chapter 123 of title 28, United

States Code, is amended by adding at the end the

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“8§1932. Attorneys’ fees

“In any civil action in a court of the United States,
the court shall award a prevailing defendant a reasonable
attorney’s fee as part of the costs.”.
