SECTION 1. PERMANENT RESIDENCE STATUS FOR SANAE3

TAKAHASHI.4

(a) IN GENERAL.—Subject to subsection (b), for the5

purposes of the Immigration and Nationality Act, Sanae6

Takahashi shall be considered to have been lawfully admit-7

ted to the United States for permanent residence as of8

the date of the enactment of this Act upon payment of9

the required visa fee.10

(b) DEADLINE FOR APPLICATION.—Subsection (a)11

shall apply only if the individual applies to the Attorney12
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General for permanent residence status under such sub-1

section within two years after the date of the enactment2

of this Act.3
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
