(a) COMPLETE RESTORATION OF COVERAGE.—Sub-5

section (d) of section 1086 of title 10, United States Code,6

is amended to read as follows:7

‘‘(d)(1) A benefit may not be paid under a plan cov-8

ered by this section in the case of a person enrolled in9

any other insurance, medical service, or health plan or en-10

titled to hospital insurance benefits under part A of title11

XVIII of the Social Security Act (42 U.S.C. 1395c et seq.)12

to the extent that the benefit under the plan covered by13

this section is also a benefit under the other plan or medi-14

care.15

‘‘(2) The prohibition contained in paragraph (1) shall16

not apply in the case of a plan administered under title17

XIX of the Social Security Act (42 U.S.C. 1396 et seq.).’’.18

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(c) EFFECTIVE DATE.—The amendments made by1

this section shall apply with respect to health care pro-2

vided on and after the date of the enactment of this Act.3
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
