SECTION 1. ONE-YEAR LIMITATION ON APPROPRIATIONS3

FOR SALARIES AND EXPENSES OF THE4

HOUSE.5

Rule XXI of the Rules of the House of Representa-6

tives is amended by adding at the end of the following7

new clause:8
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‘‘8. It shall be in order to consider any measure ap-1

propriating amounts for salaries and expenses of the2

House unless measure prohibits availability of any such3

amount for obligation for that purpose after the end of4

the fiscal year for which the amount is appropriated.’’.5

SEC. 2. UNUSED AMOUNTS FROM THE CLERK HIRE, OFFI-6

CIAL EXPENSES, AND MAIL ALLOWANCES TO7

BE RETURNED TO THE TREASURY.8

The Rules of the House of Representatives are9

amended by adding at the end the following:10

‘‘RULE LII.11

‘‘DISPOSITION OF UNUSED AMOUNTS FROM CERTAIN12

ALLOWANCES.13

‘‘Amounts made available to a Member of the House14

of Representatives under Clerk Hire Allowance, the Offi-15

cial Expenses Allowance, and the Official Mail Allowance16

may be used only with respect to the calendar year or ses-17

sion of Congress, as the case may be, for which the18

amounts are made available. Any amount remaining after19

all payments are made under such allowances for the year20

or session shall be submitted to the Treasury to be used21

for deficit reduction.’’.22
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
