Resolved, That (a) the Committee on the Budget is1

authorized and directed to report a concurrent resolution2

on the budget for fiscal year 1994 that includes the spend-3

ing reductions set forth in subsection (b) over the 5-year4

period beginning with fiscal year 1994 which would save5

$190 billion, unless the committee determines that any6

such cuts would be unjustified. Any such determination7

shall be set forth in the report accompanying that concur-8
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rent resolution, which report shall include the reasons for1

each such determination.2

(6) Eliminate below-cost timber sales from na-13

tional forests.14

(7) Lower target prices for subsidized crops by15

3 percent annually.16
