RESOLUTION

amend the Rules of the House of Representatives to
require printing in the Congressional Record of certain
travel by Members.

Resolved, That the Rules of the House of Representa-
tives are amended by adding at the end the following new
rule:

“RuLE LIV.
“PUBLIC DISCLOSURE OF CERTAIN INFORMATION
RESPECTING TRAVEL BY MEMBERS

“1. (a) Except as provided by clause 2, within 30 cal-

endar days before the commencement of any travel being

paid for with appropriated funds, a Member shall have
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published in the Congressional Record the following infor-
mation respecting that travel—
“(1) the daily itinerary;
“(2) the purpose of the trip; and
“(3) the estimated costs of transportation,
meals, and lodging, if any.

“(b) If any staff (including personal, committee, or
subcommittee staff) or Member’s spouse is travelling with
appropriated funds, then that Member shall provide the
same information to the Congressional Record at the same
time as the information is provided for his travel.

“2. Clause 1 shall not apply to travel between Wash-
ington, D.C. and the Member’s district or within the Mem-

ber’s district.”.
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
