4, for provision of assistance for members of profes-4

sional staff in obtaining specialized training under5

section 202(j) of such Act.6

and information services for the House, including di-20

rect computer and information systems support for21

Members, committees, administrative offices, and22

other governmental entities, and shall conduct nec-23

essary investigations and studies of such services;24
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(2) is authorized to oversee any reimbursement1

for services described in paragraph (1) and any ex-2

penditure of amounts so reimbursed; and3

(3) is authorized to provide for professional de-4

velopment programs, office and personnel manage-5

ment consultation services, and periodic publication6

of handbooks, guides, bulletins, and other items nec-7

essary for the House.8

SEC. 6. Payments under this resolution shall be made9

on vouchers authorized by the committee involved, signed10

by the chairman of such committee, and approved by the11

Committee on House Administration.12

SEC. 7. Amounts shall be available under this resolu-13

tion for investigations and studies carried out during the14

period beginning at noon on January 3, 1994, and ending15

immediately before noon on January 3, 1995.16

SEC. 8. Amounts made available under this resolution17

shall be expended in accordance with regulations pre-18

scribed by the Committee on House Administration.19
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
