(b) Rule XV of the Rules of the House of Representa-3

tives is amended by inserting at the end the following new4

clause:5

‘‘7. (a) It shall not be in order in the House or in6

the Committee of the Whole to pass or adopt, as the case7
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may be, any bill or joint resolution, or conference report1

thereon, described in paragraph (c) except by rollcall vote,2

a quorum being present, and the yeas and nays shall be3

considered as ordered.4

‘‘(b) It shall not be in order in any committee to order5

reported any bill or joint resolution described in subpara-6

graph (c) except by rollcall vote, approved by a majority7

of the members voting, a quorum being present.8

‘‘(c) Subparagraphs (a) and (b) apply to bills and9

joint resolutions that—10

‘‘(1) make or continue an appropriation;11

‘‘(2) increase the statutory limit on the public12

debt;13

‘‘(3) amend the Congressional Budget and Im-14

poundment Control Act of 1974 or the Balanced15

Budget and Emergency Deficit Control Act of 198516

or change the congressional budget process;17

‘‘(4) provide revenue;18

‘‘(5) establish, extend, or raise any user fee; or19

‘‘(6) authorize the enactment of new budget au-20

thority.’’.21
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
