A BILL

To amend the War Powers Resolution to require a cost
assessment with respect to certain commitments of Unit-
ed States Armed Forces abroad.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
That (a) section 4(b) of the Water Powers Resolution (50
U.S.C. 1543(b)) is amended—

(1) by inserting *“(1)” immediately after *‘(b)”’;
and
(2) by adding at the end the following new

clause:
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“(2) Within sixty calendar days after a report is sub-

10 mitted or is required to be submitted pursuant to section
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4(a), the President shall submit to the Speaker of the

House of Representatives and the President pro tempore
of the Senate a report setting forth a cost assessment of
the continued involvement of the United States Armed
Forces in the circumstances necessitating their introduc-
tion.”.

(b) The amendments made by subsection (a) shall
apply with respect to introductions of United States
Armed Forces occurring on or after the date of enactment

of this Act.
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
