Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
That, notwithstanding any other provision of law, the total
amount of funds authorized to be appropriated in the For-
eign Relations Authorization Act, Fiscal Years 1994 and
1995, to carry out international broadcasting activities for
each of the fiscal years 1994, 1995, 1996, 1997, and 1998
shall be the total amount of funds so authorized, minus

$26,000,000, for each such fiscal year.
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
