jointly by the Secretary of Commerce and the Secretary
of the Interior to the Hampden Watch Company, Inc.,
pursuant to paragraph (h)(i)(B) of Additional U.S. Note
5 to chapter 91 of the Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the
United States (formerly paragraph (h)(i)(11) of headnote
6 of schedule 7, part 2, subpart E of the Tariff Schedules
of the United States), shall be deemed to have been re-
issued on the date of the enactment of this Act in the
