This Act may be cited as the “Sustainable Develop-
ment Through Trade Act of 1994”.

3 TIoN.—Section 504(c)(3) of the Trade Act of 1974 (19

5 (1) in subparagraph (A) by striking “‘and” at

8 ing at the end the following new clause:

(b) LEAasT-DEVELOPED COUNTRIES.—Section 503 of
the Trade Act of 1974 (19 U.S.C. 2463) is amended by
adding at the end the following new subsection:

“(d) Notwithstanding any other provision of law, the
President may designate any article that is the growth,
product, or manufacture of a least-developed beneficiary
developing country as an eligible article under subsection
(a), unless the President determines that such article is
an import-sensitive article in the context of imports from

such least-developed beneficiary developing country.”.
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
