SECTION 1. TRANSFER OF SMALL BUSINESS ADMINISTRA-3

TION FUNDS.4

(a) IN GENERAL.—Not later than 7 days after the5

date of enactment of this Act, the Administrator of the6

Small Business Administration (hereafter in this section7

referred to as the ‘‘Administration’’) shall—8
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(1) initiate established procedures for the trans-1

fer of unobligated funds appropriated to the Admin-2

istration in an amount equal to not less than3

$30,000,000 for the purpose of carrying out the fi-4

nancing functions of the Administration under sec-5

tion 7(a) of the Small Business Act; and6

(2) submit a request for such transfer to the7

Committee on Appropriations of the Senate.8

(b) PROCESSING OF APPLICATIONS.—Notwithstand-9

ing the unavailability of funding, the Administration shall10

continue to receive and process applications for assistance11

to small business concerns in accordance with section 7(a)12

of the Small Business Act until July 1, 1993.13
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
