Whereas, under the current Major League Baseball playoff

system, a team with the best record in its league may be

penalized by not having a home field advantage; and

Whereas baseball is the only major American professional

team sport where a team with the poorer record may

(1) the home field advantage for the two Major3

go to the team having a better record; and5

(2) if two teams have identical records, home6

field advantage should be determined by a head-to-7

head match-up between those two teams during the8

regular season.9
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
