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nical releases, prohibited transaction exemptions, or other1

pronouncements interpreting and applying the fiduciary2

responsibility rules of the Employee Retirement Income3

Security Act of 1974 in relation to particular factual situ-4

ations, or exempting specific transactions from the prohib-5

ited transaction provisions of such Act (pursuant to sec-6

tions 406 and 408 of such Act (29 U.S.C. 1106, 1108)).’’.7
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
