CONCURRENT RESOLUTION

Authorizing the use of the Capitol Grounds for an event
sponsored by the American Iron and Steel Institute to
demonstrate the use of steel building materials in the
construction of residential homes.

Resolved by the House of Representatives (the Senate
concurring),
SECTION 1. USE OF THE CAPITOL GROUNDS FOR AMER-
ICAN IRON AND STEEL INSTITUTE EVENT.

The American Iron and Steel Institute shall be per-
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on September 1, 1995, or on such other date as the Speak-

er of the House of Representatives and the President pro
tempore of the Senate may jointly designate, to dem-
onstrate the use of steel building materials in the con-
struction of residential homes.

SEC. 2. CONDITIONS.

The event to be carried out under this resolution shall
be free of admission charge to the public and arranged
not to interfere with the needs of Congress, under condi-
tions to be prescribed by the Architect of the Capitol and
the Capitol Police. The American Iron and Steel Institute
shall assume full responsibility for all expenses and liabil-
ities incident to all activities associated with the event.
SEC. 3. STRUCTURE AND EQUIPMENT.

For purposes of this resolution, the American Iron
and Steel Institute is authorized to erect upon the Capitol
Grounds, subject to the approval of the Architect of the
Capitol, a single level steel frame structure and such other
structures and equipment as may be necessary for the
event to be carried out under this resolution.

SEC. 4. ADDITIONAL ARRANGEMENTS.

The Architect of the Capitol and the Capitol Police
Board are authorized to make any such additional ar-
rangement that may be required to carry out the event

under this resolution.
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SEC. 5. LIMITATIONS ON REPRESENTATIONS.

The American Iron and Steel Institute (including its
members) shall not represent, either directly or indirectly,
that this resolution or any activity carried out under this
resolution in any way constitutes approval or endorsement
by the Federal Government of the American Iron and
Steel Institute (or its members) or any product or service
offered by the American Iron and Steel Institute (or its

members).
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
