The Greenville Inner Harbor Channel, Mississippi, is5

deemed to be a portion of the navigable waters of the6

United States, and shall be included among the navigable7

waters for which the Secretary of the Army maintains a8

10-foot navigable channel. The navigable channel for the9

Greenville Inner Harbor Channel shall be maintained in10
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a manner consistent with the navigable channel of the1

Greenville Harbor and that portion of the Mississippi2

River adjacent thereto, as maintained by the Secretary on3

the date of the enactment of this Act.4
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
