Section 101(b) of the Immigration and Nationality4

Act (8 U.S.C. 1101(b)) is amended—5

gitimate child’’ and inserting ‘‘child born in8

wedlock’’; and9
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(B) in subparagraph (D), by striking ‘‘an1

illegitimate child’’ and inserting ‘‘a child born2

out of wedlock’’; and3

(2) in paragraph (2), by striking ‘‘an illegit-4

imate child’’ and inserting ‘‘a child born out of wed-5

lock’’.6
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
