Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.

This Act may be cited as the “Medicare Parts B and

() IN GENERAL.—Section 1839(a)(3) of the Social
Security Act (42 U.S.C. 1395r(a)(3)) is amended by strik-
ing “The monthly premium’ and all that follows through
“November 1.”” and inserting the following: *“The monthly
premium shall be equal to 50 percent of the monthly actu-
arial rate for enrollees age 65 and over, as determined ac-
cording to paragraph (1), for that succeeding calendar
year.”.

(b) CoNFORMING AMENDMENTS.—Section 1839 of
such Act (42 U.S.C. 1395r) is amended—

(1) in subsection (a)(2), by striking *“(b) and

ITS ON LimiTs FOrR FiscaL YEAR 1993.—Section
1861(v)(1)(L)(iii) of the Social Security Act (42 U.S.C.
1395x(v)(21)(L)(iii)) is amended by adding at the end the
following sentence: *“In establishing limits under this sub-
paragraph, the Secretary may not take into account any
changes in the costs of the provision of services furnished
by home health agencies with respect to cost reporting pe-
riods which began on or after July 1, 1994, and before
July 1, 1996.”.

(b) No ExcepPTIONS PERMITTED BASED ON AMEND-
