Section 4(a) of the Portal-to-Portal Act of 1947 (29
U.S.C. 254(a)) is amended by striking “and’” at the end
of paragraph (1), by striking the period at the end of para-
graph (2) and inserting ““; and”, and by adding at the

end the following:
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“(3) use of employer owned vehicles for travel-
ing to and from the actual place of performance of
the principal activity which such employee is em-

ployed to perform.”.
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
