“(d) Nonlethal excess supplies of the Department of
Defense shall be made available to a State, a local govern-
ment of a State, a Territory, or a possession, upon the
request of the State, local government, Territory, or pos-
session pursuant to authority provided in another provi-
sion of law, before such supplies are made available for
humanitarian relief purposes under this section. The
President may make such supplies available for humani-
tarian purposes before such supplies are made available
to a State, local government, Territory, or possession
under this subsection in order to respond to an emergency

for which such supplies are especially suited.”.
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
