Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.

This Act may be cited as the ““Occupational Safety
and Health Administration Consultation Services Author-

ization Act of 1995,
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SEC. 2. CONSULTATION PROGRAM.

The Secretary of Labor, in the administration of the
Occupational Safety and Health Act of 1970, shall estab-
lish and support cooperative agreements with the States
under which employers subject to such Act may consult
with designated State officials with respect to—

(1) the application of occupational safety and
health requirements under such Act or under State
plans approved under section 18 of such Act; and

(2) voluntary efforts that employers may under-
take to establish and maintain safe and healthful

employment and places of employment.
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
