The Congress makes the following findings:8

(1) With the end of the Cold War, the inter-9

national challenges facing the United States have10

changed, but the fundamental national interests of the11

United States have not. The security, economic, and12

humanitarian interests of the United States require13

continued American engagement in international af-14

fairs. The leading role of the United States in world15
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affairs will be as important in the twenty-first cen-1

tury as it has been in the twentieth.2

(2) The United States budget deficit requires3

that the foreign as well as the domestic programs and4

activities of the United States be carefully reviewed5

for potential savings. Wherever possible, foreign pro-6

grams and activities must be streamlined, managed7

more efficiently, and adapted to the requirements of8

the post-Cold War era.9

(3) In order to downsize the foreign programs10

and activities of the United States without jeopardiz-11

ing United States interests, strong and effective lead-12

ership will be required. As the official principally re-13

sponsible for the conduct of foreign policy, the Sec-14

retary of State must have the authority to allocate ef-15

ficiently the resources within the international affairs16

budget. As a first step in the downsizing process, the17

proliferation of foreign affairs agencies that occurred18

during the Cold War must be reversed, and the func-19

tions of these agencies must be restored to the Sec-20

retary of State.21

(4) A streamlined and reorganized foreign affairs22

structure under the strengthened leadership of the Sec-23

retary of State can more effectively promote the inter-24
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national interests of the United States in the next1

century than the existing structure.2

SEC. 103. PURPOSES.3

any individual for committing, primarily outside the14

territorial jurisdiction of the United States, any nar-15

cotics-related offense if that offense involves or is a16

significant part of conduct that involves—17

‘‘(i) a violation of United States narcotics18

laws and which is such that the individual19

would be a major violator of such laws; or20

‘‘(ii) the killing or kidnapping of—21

‘‘(I) any officer, employee, or contract22

employee of the United States Government23

while such individual is engaged in official24

duties, or on account of that individual’s of-25
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ficial duties, in connection with the enforce-1

‘‘(E) the prevention, frustration, or favorable res-17

olution of an act described in subparagraphs (A)18

through (C).19

‘‘(c) COORDINATION.—(1) To ensure that the payment20

of rewards pursuant to this section does not duplicate or21

interfere with the payment of informants or the obtaining22

of evidence or information, as authorized to the Department23

of Justice, the offering, administration, and payment of re-24

wards under this section, including procedures for—25
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‘‘(A) identifying individuals, organizations, and1

offenses with respect to which rewards will be offered;2

‘‘(B) the publication of rewards;3

‘‘(C) offering of joint rewards with foreign gov-4

ernments;5

‘‘(D) the receipt and analysis of data; and6

‘‘(E) the payment and approval of payment,7

shall be governed by procedures developed by the Secretary8

of State, in consultation with the Attorney General.9

‘‘(2) Before making a reward under this section in a10

matter over which there is Federal criminal jurisdiction,11

the Secretary of State shall advise and consult with the At-12

torney General.13

‘‘(h) REPORTS.—(1) Not later than 30 days after pay-20

ing any reward under this section, the Secretary of State21

shall submit a report to the appropriate congressional com-22

mittees with respect to such reward. The report, which may23

be submitted on a classified basis if necessary, shall specify24

the amount of the reward paid, to whom the reward was25
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paid, and the acts with respect to which the reward was1

paid.

try Reports on Human Rights Practices for 1995.2

(5) The President and the Congress have deter-3

mined that the promotion of human rights in Tibet4

and the protection of Tibet’s religion and culture are5

important elements in United States-China relations6

and have urged senior members of the Government of7

the People’s Republic of China to enter into sub-8

stantive negotiations on these matters with the Dalai9

Lama or his representative.10

cation by the President to the Congress, submitted on12

CHAPTER 1—MISCELLANEOUS FOREIGN3

POLICY PROVISIONS4

SEC. 2601. TAIWAN RELATIONS ACT.5

(a) APPLICABILITY.—Section 3 of the Taiwan Rela-6

tions Act (22 U.S.C. 3302) is amended by adding at the7

end the following new subsection:8

‘‘(d) The provisions of subsections (a) and (b) super-9

sede any provision of the Joint Communique of the United10

States and China of August 17, 1982.’’.11

(b) VISITS TO THE UNITED STATES BY OFFICIALS OF12

THE GOVERNMENT OF THE REPUBLIC OF CHINA ON TAI-13

WAN.—Section 4 of the Taiwan Relations Act (22 U.S.C.14

3303) is amended by adding at the end the following new15

subsection:16

‘‘(e) The Congress finds and declares that there are no17

legitimate foreign policy grounds for preventing members18

of the government chosen by the people of Taiwan from19

making private visits to the United States. Accordingly,20

notwithstanding any other provision of law, no official of21

the government of the Republic of China on Taiwan may22

be excluded from the United States on the basis of a deter-23

mination by the Secretary of State that the entry or pro-24

posed activities in the United States of such individual25
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would have potentially serious adverse foreign policy con-1

sequences for the United States.’’.2

SEC. 2602. BOSNIA GENOCIDE JUSTICE ACT.3

(a) SHORT TITLE.—This section may be cited as the4

‘‘Bosnia Genocide Justice Act’’.5

(b) POLICY.—6

(1) IN GENERAL.—Consistent with international7

law, it is the policy of the United States to bring to8

justice persons responsible for genocide, war crimes,9

crimes against humanity and other serious violations10

of international humanitarian law committed in the11

territory of the former Yugoslavia since 1991.12

(2) SENSE OF CONGRESS.—The Congress urges13

the President—14

(A) to collect or assist appropriate organi-15

zations and individuals to collect relevant data16

on these crimes committed in the former Yugo-17

slavia;18

(B) to share such data with the War Crimes19

Tribunal for the former Yugoslavia established20

by the Security Council of the United Nations;21

(C) to assist United Nations efforts to inves-22

tigate, prosecute, and try those responsible for23

genocide, war crimes, crimes against humanity24

and other serious violations of international hu-25
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manitarian law committed in the territory of the1

former Yugoslavia since 1991;2

(D) to submit to the Congress implementing3

legislation to enable compliance with requests4

and orders of the tribunal; and5

(E) to support the ongoing work of the Tri-6

bunal through adequate financial contributions7

to the United Nations Voluntary Fund for the8

War Crimes Tribunal for the former Yugoslavia9

for 1996 and 1997.10

(c) REPORTING REQUIREMENT.—Beginning 6 months11

after the date of enactment of this Act, and every 6 months12

thereafter during fiscal years 1996 and 1997, the President13

shall submit a report describing the steps taken to imple-14

ment the provisions of this section to the appropriate con-15

gressional committees.16

SEC. 2603. EXPANSION OF COMMISSION ON SECURITY AND17

COOPERATION IN EUROPE.18

Section 3(a) of the Act entitled ‘‘An Act to establish19

a Commission on Security and Cooperation in Europe’’,20

approved June 3, 1976 (22 U.S.C. 3003) is amended—21

(1) by striking ‘‘twenty-one’’ and inserting22

‘‘twenty-nine’’; and23

(2) by striking paragraphs (1) and (2) and in-24

serting the following:25
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‘‘(1) Thirteen Members of the House of Rep-1

resentatives appointed by the Speaker of the House of2

Representatives. Seven Members shall be selected from3

the majority party and six Members shall be selected,4

after consulation with the minority leader of the5

House, from the minority party.6

‘‘(2) Thirteen Members of the Senate appointed7

by the President of the Senate. Seven Members shall8

be selected from the majority party of the Senate,9

after consultation with the majority leader, and six10

Members shall be selected, after consultation with the11

minority leader of the Senate, from the minority12

party.’’.13

OF THE KOREAN PENINSULA AND DIA-20

LOGUE WITH THE REPUBLIC OF21

KOREA22

SEC. 2641. FINDINGS.23

The Congress makes the following findings:24
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(1) The United States-Democratic People’s Re-1

public of Korea Agreed Framework (hereafter in this2

chapter referred to as the ‘‘Agreed Framework’’), en-3

tered into on October 21, 1994, between the United4

States and North Korea, requires North Korea to stop5

and eventually dismantle its graphite-moderated nu-6

clear reactor program and related facilities, and com-7

ply fully with its obligations under the Treaty on the8

Non-Proliferation of Nuclear Weapons, in exchange9

for alternative energy sources, including interim sup-10

plies of heavy fuel oil for electric generators and more11

proliferation-resistant light water reactor technology.12

(2) The Agreed Framework also commits North13

Korea to ‘‘consistently take steps to implement the14

North-South Joint Declaration on the15

Denuclearization of the Korean Peninsula’’ and ‘‘en-16

gage in North-South’’ dialogue with the Republic of17

Korea.18

(3) The Agreed Framework does not indicate spe-19

cific criteria for full normalization of relations be-20

tween the United States and North Korea, and does21

not link the sequencing of actions in the Agreed22

Framework with any time-frame for carrying out the23

provisions of the North-South Joint Declaration on24

the Denuclearization of the Korean Peninsula and25
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carrying out the dialogue between North Korea and1

the Republic of Korea.2

(4) The commitment by North Korea to carry3

out the letter and spirit of the Agreed Framework has4

been put into doubt by actions of North Korea since5

October 21, 1994, including the suspected diversion of6

United States heavy fuel oil in apparent contraven-7

tion of the agreed purpose of the interim fuel deliv-8

eries, the refusal to accept light water reactors from9

the Republic of Korea, the harsh denunciations of the10

Government of the Republic of Korea, and other ac-11

tions contrary to the commitment by North Korea to12

engage in a dialogue with such Government, and the13

continued conduct of provocative, offensive oriented14

military exercises.15

(5) The nuclear threat posed by North Korea is16

just one of a number of security concerns of the Unit-17

ed States arising out of the policies of North Korea.18

SEC. 2642. CLARIFICATION OF NUCLEAR NONPROLIFERA-19

TION OBLIGATIONS OF NORTH KOREA UNDER20

THE AGREED FRAMEWORK.21

It is the sense of the Congress that in discussions or22

negotiations with the Government of North Korea pursuant23

to the implementation of the United States-Democratic Peo-24

ple’s Republic of Korea Agreed Framework entered into on25
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October 21, 1994, the President should uphold the following1

minimum conditions relating to nuclear nonproliferation:2

(1) All spent fuel from the graphite-moderated3

nuclear reactors and related facilities of North Korea4

should be removed from the territory of North Korea5

as is consistent with the Agreed Framework.6

(2) The International Atomic Energy Agency7

should have the freedom to conduct any and all in-8

spections that it deems necessary to fully account for9

the stocks of plutonium and other nuclear materials10

in North Korea, including special inspections of sus-11

pected nuclear waste sites, before any nuclear compo-12

nents controlled by the Nuclear Supplier Group13

Guidelines are delivered for a light water reactor for14

North Korea.15

(3) The dismantlement of all declared graphite-16

based nuclear reactors and related facilities in North17

Korea, including reprocessing units, should be com-18

pleted in accordance with the Agreed Framework and19

in a manner that effectively bars in perpetuity any20

reactivation of such reactors and facilities.21

(4) The United States should suspend actions de-22

scribed in the Agreed Framework if North Korea re-23

loads its existing 5 megawatt nuclear reactor or re-24

sumes construction of nuclear facilities other than25
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those permitted to be built under the Agreed Frame-1

work.2

SEC. 2643. ROLE OF THE REPUBLIC OF KOREA UNDER THE3

AGREED FRAMEWORK.4

It is further the sense of the Congress that the Republic5

of Korea should play the central role in the project to pro-6

vide light water reactors to North Korea under the Agreed7

Framework.8

SEC. 2644. FURTHER STEPS TO PROMOTE UNITED STATES9

SECURITY AND POLITICAL INTERESTS WITH10

RESPECT TO NORTH KOREA.11

It is further the sense of the Congress that, after the12

date of the enactment of this Act, the President should not13

take further steps toward upgrading diplomatic relations14

with North Korea beyond opening liaison offices or relaxing15

trade and investment barriers imposed against North Korea16

without—17

(1) action by the Government of North Korea to18

engage in a North-South dialogue with the Govern-19

ment of the Republic of Korea;20

(2) significant progress toward implementation21

of the North-South Joint Declaration on the22

Denuclearization of the Korean Peninsula; and23

(3) progress toward the achievement of several24

long-standing United States policy objectives regard-25
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ing North Korea and the Korean Peninsula, includ-1

ing—2

(A) reducing the number of military forces3

of North Korea along the Demilitarized Zone4

and relocating such military forces away from5

the Demilitarized Zone;6

(B) prohibiting any movement by North7

Korea toward the deployment of an intermediate8

range ballistic missile system; and9

(C) prohibiting the export by North Korea10

of missiles and other weapons of mass destruc-11

tion, including related technology and compo-12

nents.13

SEC. 2645. RESTRICTIONS ON ASSISTANCE TO NORTH14

KOREA AND THE KOREAN PENINSULA EN-15

ERGY DEVELOPMENT ORGANIZATION.16

(a) IN GENERAL.—Chapter 1 of part III of the Foreign17

Assistance Act of 1961 (22 U.S.C. 2370 et seq.) is amended18

by adding at the end the following new section:19

‘‘SEC. 620G. ASSISTANCE TO NORTH KOREA AND THE KO-20

REAN PENINSULA ENERGY DEVELOPMENT21

ORGANIZATION.22

‘‘No assistance may be provided under this Act or any23

other provision of law to North Korea or the Korean Penin-24

sula Energy Development Organization unless—25
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‘‘(1) such assistance is provided in accordance1

with all requirements, limitations, and procedures2

otherwise applicable to the provision of such assist-3

ance for such purposes; and4

‘‘(2) the President—5

‘‘(A) notifies the congressional committees6

specified in section 634A(a) of this Act prior to7

the obligation of such assistance in accordance8

with the procedures applicable to reprogramming9

notifications under that section, irrespective of10

the amount of the proposed obligation of such as-11

sistance; and12

‘‘(B) determines and reports to such com-13

mittees that the provision of such assistance is14

vital to the national interests of the United15

States.’’.16

(b) EFFECTIVE DATE.—Section 620G of the Foreign17

Assistance Act of 1961, as added by subsection (a), applies18

with respect to assistance provided to North Korea or the19

Korean Peninsula Energy Development Organization on or20

after the date of the enactment of this Act.21
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CHAPTER 3—BURMA1

SEC. 2651. UNITED STATES POLICY CONCERNING THE DIC-2

TATORSHIP IN BURMA.3

(a) SENSE OF THE CONGRESS.—It is the sense of the4

Congress that the President should take steps to encourage5

the United Nations Security Council to—6

(1) impose an international arms embargo on7

Burma;8

(2) affirm support for human rights and the pro-9

tection of all Karen, Karenni, and other minorities in10

Burma;11

(3) condemn Burmese officials responsible for12

crimes against humanity;13

(4) take steps to encourage multilateral assist-14

ance programs for refugees from Burma in Thailand15

and India; and16

(5) reduce United Nations activities in Burma,17

including UNDP (United Nations Development Pro-18

gram), UNICEF (United Nations Childrens Fund),19

UNFPA (United Nations Family Planning Agency),20

World Health Organization (WHO), Food and Agri-21

culture Organization (FAO), and UNIDCP (United22

Nations International Drug Control Program) activi-23

ties.24

(b) REDUCTION IN DIPLOMATIC PRESENCE.—It is the1

sense of the Congress that the President should reduce the2

diplomatic presence of the United States in Burma by re-3

ducing the total number of the members of the Foreign Serv-4

ice stationed in Burma on the date of enactment of this5

Act.6

CHAPTER 4—TORTURE7

SEC. 2661. DEFINITIONS.8

(a) TORTURE.—As used in this chapter, the term ‘‘tor-9

ture’’ means any act by which severe pain or suffering,10

whether physical or mental, is intentionally inflicted on a11

person for such purposes as obtaining from the person or12

a third person information or a confession, punishing the13

person for an act the person or a third person has commit-14

ted or is suspected of having committed, or intimidating15

or coercing the person or a third person, or for any reason16

based on discrimination of any kind, when such pain or17

suffering is inflicted by, at the instigation of, or with the18

consent or acquiescence of a public official or other person19

acting in an official capacity. It does not include pain or20

suffering arising only from, inherent in, or incidental to21

lawful sanctions.22

(b) SUBSTANTIAL GROUNDS FOR BELIEVING.—As used23

in this chapter, the term ‘‘substantial grounds for believing’’24

means substantial evidence.25
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(c) IN DANGER OF BEING SUBJECTED TO TORTURE.—1

As used in this chapter, the term ‘‘in danger of being sub-2

jected to torture’’ means circumstances in which a reason-3

able person would fear subjection to torture.4

(d) INVOLUNTARILY RETURN.—As used in this chap-5

ter, the term ‘‘involuntarily return’’ means to take action6

by which it is reasonably foreseeable that a person will be7

required to return to a country against the person’s will,8

regardless of whether such return is induced by physical9

force and regardless of whether the person is physically10

present in the United States.11

SEC. 2662. UNITED STATES POLICY WITH RESPECT TO THE12

INVOLUNTARY RETURN OF PERSONS SUB-13

JECTED TO TORTURE.14

No funds authorized to be appropriated by this Act15

are authorized to be available to expel, extradite, or other-16

wise involuntarily return a person to a country in which17

there are substantial grounds for believing the person would18

be in danger of being subjected to torture, or to support,19

promote, or assist such involuntary return.20

TITLE XXVII—CONGRESSIONAL21

STATEMENTS22

SEC. 2701. INTER-AMERICAN ORGANIZATIONS.23

Taking into consideration the long-term commitment24

by the United States to the affairs of this Hemisphere and25
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the need to build further upon the linkages between the1

United States and its neighbors, the Secretary of State, in2

allocating the level of resources for international organiza-3

tions, should pay particular attention to funding levels of4

the Inter-American organizations.5

SEC. 2702. TERRITORIAL INTEGRITY OF BOSNIA AND6

HERZEGOVINA.7

(a) FINDINGS.—The Congress makes the following8

findings:9

(1) The sovereign and independent state of10

Bosnia-Herzegovina was formally recognized by the11

United States of America on April 7, 1992.12

(2) The sovereign and independent state of13

Bosnia-Herzegovina was admitted as a full partici-14

pating State of the Conference on Security and Co-15

operation in Europe on April 30, 1992.16

(3) The sovereign and independent state of17

Bosnia-Herzegovina was admitted as a Member state18

of the United Nations on May 22, 1992.19

(4) The United States has declared its deter-20

mination to respect and put into practice the Dec-21

laration on Principles Guiding Relations between22

Participating States contained in the Final Act of the23

Conference on Security and Cooperation in Europe.24
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(5) Each of the principles has been violated dur-1

ing the course of war in Bosnia-Herzegovina: sov-2

ereign equality and respect for the rights inherent in3

sovereignty, refraining from the threat or use of force;4

inviolability of frontiers; territorial integrity of5

States; peaceful settlement of disputes; noninterven-6

tion in internal affairs; respect for human rights and7

fundamental freedoms, including the freedom of8

thought, conscience, religion or belief; equal rights and9

self-determination of peoples; cooperation among10

States; and fulfillment in good faith of obligations11

under international law.12

(6) Principle II of the Final Act commits the13

participating States to ‘‘refrain from any manifesta-14

tion of force for the purpose of inducing another par-15

ticipating State to renounce the full exercise of its16

sovereign rights’’.17

(7) Principle III of the Final Act commits the18

participating States to ‘‘refrain from any demand19

for, or act of, seizure and usurpation of part or all20

of the territory of any participating State’’.21

(8) Principle IV of the Final Act commits the22

participating States to ‘‘respect the territorial integ-23

rity of each of the participating States’’ and ‘‘refrain24

from any action inconsistent with the purposes and25
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principles of the Charter of the United Nations1

against the territorial integrity, political independ-2

ence or the unity of any participating State’’.3

(9) The Charter of Paris for a New Europe com-4

mits the participating States ‘‘to cooperate in defend-5

ing democratic institutions against activities which6

violate the independence, sovereign equality, or terri-7

torial integrity of the participating States’’.8

(10) The Helsinki Document 1992 reaffirms ‘‘the9

validity of the guiding principles and common values10

of the Helsinki Final Act and the Charter of Paris,11

embodying responsibilities of States towards each12

other and of governments towards their own people’’13

which serve as the ‘‘collective conscience of our com-14

munity’’.15

(11) The Charter of the United Nations calls16

upon Member states to respect the territorial integrity17

and political independence of any state in keeping18

with the Purposes of the United Nations.19

(12) The sovereign and independent state of20

Bosnia-Herzegovina has been and continues to be sub-21

jected to armed aggression Bosnian Serb forces, Cro-22

atian Serb forces, and others in violation of Final Act23

and the Charter.24
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(13) Unchecked armed aggression and genocide1

threatens the lives of innocent civilians as well as the2

very existence of the sovereign and independent state3

of Bosnia-Herzegovina.4

(b) SENSE OF CONGRESS.—It is the sense of the Con-5

gress that the United States should refuse to recognize the6

incorporation of any of the territory of Bosnia-Herzegovina7

into the territory of any neighboring state or the creation8

of any new state or states within the borders of Bosnia-9

Herzegovina resulting from the threat or use of force, coer-10

cion, or any other means inconsistent with international11

law.12

SEC. 2703. THE LAOGAI SYSTEM OF POLITICAL PRISONS.13

(a) FINDINGS.—The Congress makes the following14

findings:15

(1) The Chinese gulag, known as the Laogai, was16

created as a primary means of political repression17

and control when the Communists assumed power in18

China in 1949.19

(2) The Laogai has caused millions of people to20

suffer grave human rights abuses over the past 4621

years, including countless deaths.22

(3) The Laogai continues to be used to incarcer-23

ate unknown numbers of ordinary citizens for politi-24
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cal reasons, including workers, students, intellectuals,1

religious believers, and Tibetans.2

(4) So-called ‘‘thought reform’’ is a standard3

practice of Laogai officials, and reports of torture are4

routinely received by human rights organizations5

from Laogai prisoners and survivors.6

(5) Negotiations about unfettered access to7

Laogai prisoners between the Chinese Government8

and the International Red Cross have ceased.9

(6) The Laogai is in reality a huge system of10

forced labor camps in which political and penal11

criminals are slave laborers producing an array of12

products for export throughout the world, including13

the United States.14

(7) The Chinese Government continues to main-15

tain, as part of its official propaganda and in defi-16

ance of significant evidence to the contrary gathered17

by many human rights organizations, that the Laogai18

is a prison system like any other in the world.19

(8) Testimony delivered before the Subcommittee20

on International Operations and Human Rights of21

the Committee on International Relations of the22

House of Representatives has documented human23

rights abuses in the Laogai which continue to this24

day.25
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(9) The American people have repeatedly ex-1

pressed their abhorrence of forced labor camps sys-2

tems, whether they be operated by the Nazis, Soviet3

Communists, or any other political ideology.4

(b) SENSE OF CONGRESS.—It is the sense of the Con-5

gress that the President should—6

(1) publicly condemn the continued existence of7

the Laogai, and call upon the Government of the Peo-8

ple’s Republic of China to dismantle it, and release9

all of its political prisoners; and10

(2) instruct the appropriate diplomatic rep-11

resentatives of the United States to cause a resolution12

condemning the Laogai to be put before the United13

Nations Human Rights Commission and work for its14

passage.15

SEC. 2704. CONCERNING THE USE OF FUNDS TO FURTHER16

NORMALIZE RELATIONS WITH VIETNAM.17

It is the sense of the Congress that none of the funds18

authorized to be appropriated or otherwise made available19

by this Act may be obligated or expended to further normal-20

ize diplomatic relations between the United States and Viet-21

nam, until Vietnam—22

(1) releases all of its political and religious pris-23

oners;24
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(2) accounts for American POWs and MIAs from1

the Vietnam War;2

(3) holds democratic elections; and3

(4) institutes policies which protect human4

rights.5

SEC. 2705. DECLARATION OF CONGRESS REGARDING UNIT-6

ED STATES GOVERNMENT HUMAN RIGHTS7

POLICY TOWARD CHINA.8

(a) FINDINGS.—The Congress makes the following9

findings:10

(1) According to the 1994 State Department11

Country Reports on Human Rights Practices there12

continue to be ‘‘widespread and well-documented13

human rights abuses in China, in violation of inter-14

nationally accepted norms . . . (including) arbitrary15

and lengthy incommunicado detention, torture, and16

mistreatment of prisoners. The regime continued se-17

vere restrictions on freedoms of speech, press assembly18

and association, and tightened controls on the exercise19

of these rights during 1994. Serious human rights20

abuses persisted in Tibet and other areas populated21

by ethnic minorities’’.22

(2) The President, in announcing his decision on23

Most Favored Nation trading status for China in24

May 1994 stated that, ‘‘China continues to commit25
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very serious human rights abuses. Even as we engage1

the Chinese on military, political, and economic is-2

sues, we intend to stay engaged with those in China3

who suffer from human rights abuses. The United4

States must remain a champion of their liberties’’.5

(b) SENSE OF CONGRESS.—It is the sense of the Con-6

gress that the President should take the following actions:7

(1) Decline the invitation to visit China until8

and unless there is dramatic overall progress on9

human rights in China and Tibet and communicate10

to the Government of China that such a visit cannot11

take place without such progress. Indications of over-12

all progress would include the release of hundreds of13

political, religious, and labor activists; an agreement14

to allow unhindered confidential access to prisoners15

by international humanitarian agencies; enactment of16

major legal reforms such as an end to all restrictions17

on the exercise of freedom of religion, revocation of the18

1993 state security law, and the abolition of all so-19

called ‘‘counter-revolutionary’’ crimes; an end to20

forced abortion, forced sterilization, and the provision21

by government facilities of human fetal remains for22

consumption as food; and a decision to allow unre-23

stricted access to Tibet by foreign media and inter-24

national human rights monitors.25
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(2) Seek to develop an agreement on a multilat-1

eral strategy to promote human rights in China with2

other members of the G–7, beginning with the meeting3

of the G–7 industrial partners scheduled for June4

1995 in Halifax, Nova Scotia. Such an agreement5

should include efforts to encourage greater cooperation6

by the Government of China with the human rights7

rapporteurs and working groups of the United Na-8

tions Human Rights Commission, as well as bilateral9

and multilateral initiatives to secure the uncondi-10

tional release of imprisoned peaceful pro-democracy11

advocates such as Wei Jingsheng.12

(3) Instruct the United States delegates to the13

United Nations Fourth World Conference on Women14

in September 1995 to vigorously and publicly support15

nongovernmental organizations that may be subjected16

to harassment or to restrictions or limitations on17

their activities, access to the media, or to channels of18

communication during the conference by the Govern-19

ment of China and to protest publicly and privately20

any actions by the Government of China aimed at21

punishing or repressing Chinese citizens who seek to22

peacefully express their views or communicate with23

foreign citizens or media during or following the24

United Nations Conference.25
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(4) Extend an invitation to the Dalai Lama to1

visit Washington, District of Columbia, in 1995.2

(c) UNITED STATES GOVERNMENT HUMAN RIGHTS3

POLICY TOWARD CHINA.—It shall be the policy of the Unit-4

ed States Government to continue to promote internation-5

ally recognized human rights and worker rights in China6

and Tibet. The President shall submit the following reports7

on the formulation and implementation of United States8

human rights policy toward China and the results of that9

policy to the International Relations Committee of the10

House of Representatives :11

(1) Not later than 90 days after the date of en-12

serious repercussions in others.2

‘‘(4) For the peoples of Latin America and the3

Caribbean to progress within the framework of social4

justice, respect for human rights, political democracy,5

and market-oriented economies, there is a compelling6

need for the achievement of social and economic ad-7

vancement and the consolidation of political democ-8

racy and the rule of law adequate to meet the legiti-9

mate aspirations of the individual citizens of the10

countries of Latin America and the Caribbean for a11

better way of life.12

‘‘(5) The prosperity, security, and well-being of13

the United States is linked directly to peace, prosper-14

ity, and democracy in Latin America and the Carib-15

bean.16

‘‘(6) Democratic values are dominant throughout17

Latin America and the Caribbean region and nearly18

all governments in such region have come to power19

through democratic elections.20

‘‘(7) Nonetheless, existing democratic govern-21

ments and their supporting institutions remain frag-22

ile and face critical challenges, including, in particu-23

lar, the consolidation of civilian control of such gov-24

ernments and institutions, including control of the25
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military, the consolidation or establishment of inde-1

pendent judicial institutions and of the rule of law,2

and where appropriate, the decentralization of gov-3

ernment.4

‘‘(8) In adherence to free market principles, it is5

‘‘(2) The President may waive the requirements of17

paragraph (1) if—18

‘‘(A) the President certifies to the congressional19

committees specified in section 634A of this Act (in20

accordance with procedures applicable to21

reprogramming of funds under that section) that the22

provision of such assistance is vital to the national se-23

curity of the United States; or24
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‘‘(B) the President determines and reports to the1

Congress that the Government of Cuba has met the re-2

quirements contained in section 1708 of the Cuban3

Democracy Act of 1992 (22 U.S.C. 6001 et seq.).4

‘‘(3) Not later than February 1st each year, the Presi-5

dent shall prepare and transmit to the appropriate congres-6

sional committees a report containing a list of all foreign7

governments that the President has determined have pro-8

vided economic assistance to or engaged in nonmarket-based9

trade with the Government of Cuba in the preceding fiscal10

year.11

‘‘(4) For purposes of this subsection—12

‘‘(A) the term ‘appropriate congressional com-13

mittees’ means the Committee on International Rela-14

tions and the Committee on Appropriations of the15

House of Representatives and the Committee on For-16

eign Relations and the Committee on Appropriations17

of the Senate;18

‘‘(B) the term ‘humanitarian assistance’ means19

food (including the monetization of food), clothing,20

medicine, and medical supplies; and21

‘‘(C) the term ‘nonmarket-based trade’ includes22

completed of the weapons caches discovered after the15

May 23, 1993, Santa Rosa arms cache explosion, in-16

cluding an investigation of passports, identity papers,17

and other documents found at weapons sites indicat-18

ing the existence of a terrorist or kidnapping ring19

and whether the terrorist network was involved in the20

February 1993 World Trade Center bombing;21

(2) prosecutions have been initiated against all22

individuals, including government officials and mem-23

bers of the armed forces or security forces of Nica-24
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ragua, identified in the investigation described in1

paragraph (1);2

(3) Nicaragua has made substantial progress in3

meeting the requirements set forth in section 527 of4

the Foreign Relations Authorization Act, Fiscal Years5

1994 and 1995 (relating to expropriation of United6

States property);7

(4) substantial progress has been made in the8

timely implementation of all recommendations made9

by the Tripartite Commission with respect to individ-10

uals responsible for assassinations, including the im-11

mediate suspension of all individuals from the Sandi-12

nista Army and security forces who were named in13

such recommendations, and the expeditious prosecu-14

tion of such individuals;15

(5) all individuals responsible for the murders of16

Jean Paul Genie, Arges Sequeira, and Enrique17

Bermudez have been removed from the military and18

security forces of Nicaragua, and judicial proceedings19

against these individuals have been initiated;20

(6) specific changes have been implemented21

which have resulted in verifiable civilian control over22

the Sandinista military, security forces, and police;23

and24
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(7) genuine, effective, and concrete reforms in the1

Nicaraguan judicial system have been initiated.2

(b) CONTENTS OF CERTIFICATION.—3

(1) IN GENERAL.—A certification made pursuant4

to subsection (a) shall include a detailed accounting5

of all evidence in support of the determinations listed6

in paragraphs (1) through (7) of such subsection.7

(2) FORM.—A certification made pursuant to8

subsection (a) shall be submitted in unclassified form,9

and, to the extent necessary, classified form.10

(c) EXCEPTION TO RESTRICTIONS.—The restrictions11

on the availability of funds in subsection (a) shall not apply12

to support for—13

(1) programs facilitating the resolution of14

United States citizen property claims;15

(2) the International Commission for Support16

and Verification of the Organization of American17

States for human rights monitoring, related assist-18

ance programs or election observation;19

(3) independent human rights groups in Nica-20

ragua;21

(4) programs intended to ensure free and fair22

elections in Nicaragua;23
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(5) democracy-building programs administered1

through the National Endowment for Democracy and2

related nongovernmental groups; or3

(6) programs to promote civilian control of the4

military.5

(d) APPROPRIATE CONGRESSIONAL COMMITTEES DE-6

FINED.—For purposes of this section, the term ‘‘appropriate7

congressional committees’’ means the Committee on Inter-8

national Relations and the Committee on Appropriations9

of the House of Representatives and the Committee on For-10

eign Relations and the Committee on Appropriations of the11

Senate.12

SEC. 3303. SENSE OF THE CONGRESS REGARDING RELA-13

TIONS WITH BURMA.14

It is the sense of the Congress that—15

(1) official United States trade delegations to16

Burma should be indefinitely suspended;17

(2) visits to Burma by senior officials of the18

United States Government should be minimized until19

Aung San Suu Kyi is released from house arrest;20

(3) the Secretary of Labor should submit to the21

Congress a report on labor practices in Burma so that22

Members of Congress can better inform constituents,23

including stockholders and business leaders of the24
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United States companies which transact commerce1

with Burma, on labor conditions in that country;2

(4) the Secretary of State should submit to the3

Congress a report on resource exploitation and envi-4

ronmental degradation in Burma;5

(5) no assistance should be used for cooperative6

counternarcotics efforts between the United States and7

members of the State Law and Order Restoration8

Committee (SLORC) regime;9

(6) the United States should discourage the Asso-10

ciation of Southeast Asian Nations (ASEAN) from11

including the SLORC regime in ASEAN activities;12

(7) the Secretary of State should submit to the13

Congress a report which outlines a strategy for en-14

couraging democratic transition in Burma; and15

(8) the United States should encourage its allies16

to restrict the relations of such allies with Burma in17

accordance with this section.18

SEC. 3304. DEBT RESTRUCTURING FOR EGYPT.19

(a) FINDINGS.—The Congress makes the following20

findings:21

(1) The Government of Egypt owes the United22

States Government over $6,000,000,000 from prior23

economic assistance credit programs.24

(2) Current annual debt service payments by1

Egypt to the United States are approximately2

$270,000,000, will climb in the near future to3

$350,000,000, and will continue until the year 2021.4

(3) Egypt’s debt service to the United States re-5

sults in reduced investment capital and slower eco-6

nomic growth in Egypt.7

(4) Restructuring Egypt’s debt burden, and buy-8

ing down Egypt’s debt, could substantially reduce9

over time Egypt’s requirement for economic assist-10

ance.11

(5) Addressing Egypt’s debt burden is in the mu-12

tual interest of Egypt and the United States.13

(b) REPORT.—(1) Not later than January 31, 1996,14

velop nuclear weapons and some nations have indi-22

cated that they are prepared to cooperate with Iran23

in the nuclear field.24
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(2) The possession of nuclear weapons by Iran1

would represent a serious threat to the peace and se-2

curity of the entire Middle East region and an ex-3

tremely serious challenge to United States interests in4

that region.5

(3) The United States places the highest priority6

on denying to Iran the capability to produce nuclear7

weapons and systems for the delivery of nuclear8

weapons and other weapons of mass destruction.9

(4) The sale or transfer to Iran by any other10

government or with the permission of any other gov-11

ernment of technology that may be critical for Iran12

to develop or deploy nuclear weapons is a serious13

threat to United States interests.14

(b) ADMISSION TO NATO.—It is the sense of the Con-15

gress that the United States should vigorously oppose the16

accession to the North Atlantic Treaty and the admission17

to the North Atlantic Treaty Organization of any country18

which sells or licenses for sale any nuclear or dual-use tech-19

nology or any military weapons, equipment, ammunition20

or munitions of any kind, including any item included on21

any lists covered by the Missile Technology Control Regime,22

to Iran or to any country which the Secretary of State has23

determined repeatedly provides support for acts of inter-24
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national terrorism pursuant to section 6(j) of the Export1

Administration Act of 1979.2

(c) PROHIBITION ON UNITED STATES ASSISTANCE.—3

No assistance authorized to be appropriated by this Act or4

any other Act may be provided by any agency of the United5

States Government to the government of any country which6

sells or licenses for sale any nuclear or dual-use technology7

or any military weapons, equipment, ammunition or mu-8

nitions of any kind, including any item included on any9

lists covered by the Missile Technology Control Regime, to10

Iran or to any other country which the Secretary of State11

has determined repeatedly provides support for acts of12

international terrorism pursuant to section 6(j) of the Ex-13

port Administration Act of 1979.14

(d) EXCEPTIONS.—The prohibition in subsection (c)15

shall not apply to—16

(1) assistance provided to Russia, Belarus,17

Ukraine, or Kazakhstan under the authorities of the18

Soviet Nuclear Threat Reduction Act of 1991 (title II19

of Public Law 102–228; 105 Stat. 1691); and20

(2) assistance provided under chapter 11 of part21

I of the Foreign Assistance Act of 1961 (22 U.S.C.22

2295 et seq.; relating to assistance for the independent23

states of the former Soviet Union) for the purposes24

of—25
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(A) humanitarian, disaster, or refugee re-1

lief; or2

(B) assisting democratic political reform3

and rule of law activities, and assisting in the4

creation of private sector and nongovernmental5

organizations that are independent of govern-6

ment ownership and control.7

SEC. 3306. ASSISTANCE FOR PAKISTAN.8

‘‘(III) Peacekeeping.11

‘‘(IV) Promotion of trade and investment12

interests of the United States.13

‘‘(C) Assistance described in subparagraph (B)(iii)14

may be made available for Pakistan under this paragraph15

SEC. 3307. RETURN OF MILITARY EQUIPMENT OF PAKISTAN.21

It is the sense of the Congress that—22

(1) the inability of the President since October 1,23

1990, to make the necessary certification under sec-24

tion 620E(e) of the Foreign Assistance Act of 196125

(relating to the nuclear activities of Pakistan) has1

prevented the delivery of military aircraft for which2

Pakistan made nonrefundable cash payments to con-3

tractors and unnecessarily complicated the achieve-4

(2) in the absence of a Presidential certification7

for Pakistan under section 620E(e) of such Act, the8

United States should make a determined effort to find9

a third party buyer for the such military aircraft and10

should reimburse Pakistan with any proceeds derived11

from a sale to such third party, up to the amount12

paid by Pakistan for such military aircraft; and13

(3) with respect to other military equipment im-14

(1) The Panama Canal is a vital strategic asset11

to the United States, its allies, and the world.12

(2) The Treaty on the Permanent Neutrality and13

Operation of the Panama Canal signed on September14

7, 1977, provides that Panama and the United States15

have the responsibility to assure that the Panama16

Canal will remain open and secure.17

(3) Such Treaty also provides that each of the18

two countries shall, in accordance with their respec-19

tive constitutional processes, defend the Canal against20

any threat to the regime of neutrality, and con-21

sequently shall have the right to act against any ag-22

gression or threat directed against the Canal or23

against the peaceful transit of vessels through the24

Canal.25
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(4) The United States instrument of ratification1

of such Treaty includes specific language that the two2

countries should consider negotiating future arrange-3

ments or agreements to maintain military forces nec-4

essary to fulfill the responsibility of the two countries5

of maintaining the neutrality of the Canal after 1999.6

(5) The Government of Panama, in the bilateral7

Protocol of Exchange of instruments of ratification,8

expressly ‘‘agreed upon’’ such arrangements or agree-9

ments.10

(6) The United States Navy depends upon the11

Panama Canal for rapid transit in times of emer-12

gency, as demonstrated during World War II, the Ko-13

rean War, the Vietnam conflict, the Cuban Missile14

Crisis, and the Persian Gulf conflict.15

(7) Drug trafficking and money laundering have16

proliferated in the Western Hemisphere since the17

Treaty on the Permanent Neutrality and Operation18

of the Panama Canal was signed on September 7,19

1977, and such trafficking and laundering poses a20

grave threat to peace and security in the region.21

(8) Certain facilities now utilized by the United22

States Armed Forces in Panama are critical to com-23

bat the trade in illegal drugs.24
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(9) The United States and Panama share com-1

mon policy goals such as strengthening democracy,2

expanding economic trade, and combating illegal nar-3

cotics throughout Latin America.4

(10) The Government of Panama has dissolved5

its military forces and has maintained only a civil-6

ian police organization to defend the Panama Canal7

against aggression.8

(11) Certain public opinion polls in Panama9

suggest that many Panamanians desire a continued10

United States military presence in Panama.11

(b) SENSE OF THE CONGRESS.—It is the sense of the12

Congress that—13

(1) the President should negotiate a new base14

rights agreement with the Government of Panama—15

(A) to allow the stationing of United States16

Armed Forces in Panama beyond December 31,17

1999; and18

(B) to ensure that the United States will be19

able to act appropriately, consistent with the20

Panama Canal Treaty, the Treaty Concerning21

the Permanent Neutrality and Operation of the22

Panama Canal, and the resolutions of ratifica-23

tion thereto, for the purpose of assuring that the24
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Panama Canal shall remain open, neutral, se-1

cure, and accessible; and2

(2) the President should consult with the Con-3

gress throughout the negotiations described in para-4

graph (1).5

SEC. 3310. PEACE AND STABILITY IN THE SOUTH CHINA6

SEA.7

(a) FINDINGS.—The Congress finds the following:8

(1) The South China Sea is a critically impor-9

tant waterway through which 25 percent of the10

world’s ocean freight and 70 percent of Japan’s en-11

ergy supplies transit.12

(2) The South China Sea serves as a crucial sea13

lane for United States Navy ships moving between the14

Pacific and Indian Oceans, particularly in time of15

emergency.16

(3) There are a number of competing claims to17

territory in the South China Sea.18

(4) The 1992 Manila Declaration adhered to by19

the Association of South East Asian Nations, the So-20

cialist Republic of Vietnam, and the People’s Republic21

of China calls for all claimants to territory in the22

South China Sea to resolve questions of boundaries23

through peaceful negotiations.24

(5) The legislature of the People’s Republic of1

China has declared the entire South China Sea to be2

Chinese territorial waters.3

(6) The armed forces of the People’s Republic of4

China have asserted China’s claim to the South China5

Sea through the kidnapping of citizens of the Repub-6

lic of the Philippines and the construction of military7

bases on territory claimed by the Philippines.8

(7) These acts of aggression committed by the9

armed forces of the People’s Republic of China10

against citizens of the Philippines are contrary to11

both international law and to peace and stability in12

East Asia.13

(b) POLICY DECLARATIONS.—The Congress—14

(1) declares the right of free passage through the15

South China Sea to be vital to the national security16

interests of the United States, its friends, and allies;17

South China Sea to be a matter of grave concern to21

(3) calls upon the Government of the People’s Re-23

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(4) calls upon the President to review the defense1

needs of democratic countries with claims to territory2

in the South China Sea.3

SEC. 3311. SENSE OF THE CONGRESS REGARDING NARCOT-4

ICS CONTROL EFFORTS OF COLOMBIA.5

It is the sense of the Congress that—6

(1) relations between the United States and Co-7

lombia are at a critical stage, particularly following8

the President’s March 1, 1995, decision to grant the9

Government of Colombia a national interest waiver10

in the 1994 narcotics certification determination;11

(2) the Government of Colombia has undertaken12

efforts toward the elimination of drug trafficking or-13

ganizations, especially the powerful ‘‘kingpins’’ based14

in Cali;15

(3) important advances need to be taken to dis-16

mantle the operations of criminal enterprises in Co-17

lombia which seek to corrupt government institutions;18

(4) the Government of Colombia should be en-19

couraged to complete specific, attainable objectives in20

its overall narcotics control strategy, including—21

(A) the arrest and prosecution of the ac-22

knowledged leaders of the Cali drug organization;23
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(B) the imposition of tougher sentencing of1

drug traffickers to ensure that such traffickers2

serve sentences commensurate with their crimes;3

(C) the expeditious passage of legislation to4

criminalize money laundering;5

(D) the aggressive eradication of illicit6

crops, including coca opium, and marijuana;7

(E) the elimination of the industrial infra-8

structure of the narcotics trade, including lab-9

oratories, precursor chemicals, and aircraft;10

(F) the destruction of the internal narcotics11

distribution export system, including the use of12

airports, rivers, and ports for such system;13

(G) the elimination of the island of San An-14

(b) CERTIFICATION.—Subsection (a) shall cease to16

apply if and when the Secretary of State certifies and re-17

ports in writing to the Congress that the unpaid claims of18

American firms against the Government of Saudi Arabia19

that are described in the June 30, 1993, report by the Sec-20

retary of Defense pursuant to section 9140(c) of the Depart-21

ment of Defense Appropriations Act, 1993 (Public Law22

102–396; 106 Stat.

education and training); or10

(3) from the ‘‘Foreign Military Financing Pro-11

gram’’ account under section 23 of the Arms Export12

Control Act (22 U.S.C. 2763).13

(b) DEVELOPMENT ASSISTANCE.—Assistance under14

chapter 1 of part I of the Foreign Assistance Act of 196115

(22 U.S.C. 2151 et seq.; relating to development assistance)16

or chapter 10 of such part (22 U.S.C. 2293 et seq.; relating17

to the Development Fund for Africa) for each of the fiscal18

years 1996 and 1997 shall not be transferred to the Govern-19

ment of Zaire.20

SEC. 3417. PROHIBITION ON ASSISTANCE TO COUNTRIES1

THAT CONSISTENTLY OPPOSE THE UNITED2

STATES POSITION IN THE UNITED NATIONS3

GENERAL ASSEMBLY.4

(a) PROHIBITION.—United States assistance may not5

be provided to a country that consistently opposed the6

United States position in the United Nations General As-7

sembly during the most recent session of the General Assem-8

bly.9

(b) CHANGE IN GOVERNMENT.—If—10

(1) the Secretary of State determines that, since11

the beginning of the most recent session of the General12

Assembly, there has been a fundamental change in the13

leadership and policies of the government of a country14

to which the prohibition in subsection (a) applies,15

and16

(2) the Secretary believes that because of that17

change the government of that country will no longer18

consistently oppose the United States position in the19

General Assembly,20

the Secretary may exempt that country from that prohibi-21

tion. Any such exemption shall be effective only until sub-22

mission of the next report under section 406 of the Foreign23

Relations Authorization Act, Fiscal Years 1990 and 1991.24

The Secretary shall submit to the Congress a certification25

of each exemption made under this subsection. Such certifi-26
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cation shall be accompanied by a discussion of the basis1

for the Secretary’s determination and belief with respect to2

such exemption.3

(c) WAIVER AUTHORITY.—The Secretary of State may4

waive the requirement of subsection (a) if the Secretary de-5

termines and reports to the Congress that despite the United6

Nations voting pattern of a particular country, the provi-7

sion of United States assistance to that country is necessary8

to promote United States foreign policy objectives.9

(d) DEFINITIONS.—As used in this section—10

(1) the term ‘‘consistently opposed the United11

States position’’ means that the country’s votes in the12

United Nations General Assembly coincided with the13

United States position less than 25 percent of the14

time, using for this purpose the overall percentage-of-15

voting coincidences set forth in the annual report sub-16

mitted to the Congress pursuant to section 406 of the17

(C) the ‘‘Foreign Military Financing Pro-11

except that such term does not include assistance14

under chapter 8 of part I of the Foreign Assistance15

Act of 1961 (relating to international narcotics con-16

trol) or assistance under chapter 8 of part II of such17

Act (relating to antiterrorism assistance).18

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SEC. 3418. LIMITATION ON ASSISTANCE TO COUNTRIES1

THAT RESTRICT THE TRANSPORT OR DELIV-2

ERY OF UNITED STATES HUMANITARIAN AS-3

SISTANCE.4

(a) FINDINGS.—The Congress makes the following5

findings:6

(1) The United States Federal budget deficit and7

spending constraints require the maximum efficiency8

in the usage of United States foreign assistance.9

(2) The delivery of humanitarian assistance to10

people in need is consistent with the fundamental val-11

ues of our Nation and is an important component of12

United States foreign policy.13

(3) As a matter of principle and in furtherance14

of fiscal prudence, the United States should seek to15

promote the delivery of humanitarian assistance to16

people in need in a manner that is both timely and17

cost effective.18

(4) Recipients of United States assistance should19

not hinder or delay the transport or delivery of Unit-20

ed States humanitarian assistance to other countries.21

(b) PROHIBITION ON ASSISTANCE.—Section 620 of the22

Foreign Assistance Act of 1961 (22 U.S.C. 2370), as amend-23

ed by this Act, is further amended by adding at the end24

the following new subsection:25
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‘‘(aa)(1) Notwithstanding any other provision of law,1

United States assistance may not be made available for any2

country whose government prohibits or otherwise restricts,3

directly or indirectly, the transport or delivery of United4

States humanitarian assistance.5

‘‘(2) The prohibition on United States assistance con-6

tained in paragraph (1) shall not apply if the President7

determines and notifies the Congress in writing that provid-8

ing such assistance to a country is in the national security9

interest of the United States.10

‘‘(3) A suspension or termination of United States as-11

sistance for any country under paragraph (1) shall cease12

to be effective when the President certifies in writing to the13

Speaker of the House of Representatives and the Committee14

on Foreign Relations of the Senate that such country is no15

longer prohibiting or otherwise restricting, either directly16

or indirectly, the transport or delivery of United States hu-17

manitarian assistance.18

‘‘(4)(A) At the time of the annual budget submission19

to Congress, the President shall submit a report to the Con-20

gress describing any information available to the President21

concerning prohibitions or restrictions, direct or indirect,22

on the transport or delivery of United States humanitarian23

assistance by the government of any country receiving or24
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eligible to receive United States foreign assistance during1

the current or preceding fiscal year.2

‘‘(B) The President shall include in the report required3

by subparagraph (A) a statement as to whether the prohibi-4

tion in paragraph (1) is being applied to each country for5

which the President has information available to him con-6

cerning prohibitions or restrictions, direct or indirect, on7

the transport or delivery of United States humanitarian as-8

sistance.9

‘‘(5) As used in this subsection, the term ‘United States10

assistance’ has the same meaning given that term in section11

481(e)(4) of this Act.’’.12

SEC. 3419. PROHIBITION ON ASSISTANCE TO FOREIGN GOV-13

ERNMENTS, PRIVATE AND VOLUNTARY ORGA-14

NIZATIONS, AND OTHER ENTITIES THAT IN-15

HIBIT UNITED STATES-SUPPORTED16

DEMINING OPERATIONS AND ACTIVITIES.17

(a) PROHIBITION.—None of the funds authorized to be18

appropriated by this Act may be made available to any19

foreign government, private and voluntary organization, or20

any other entity which the Secretary of State determines21

inhibits United States-supported demining operations and22

activities through the imposition of discriminatory customs23

duties, tariffs, or any other barrier to the entry of equip-24
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ment or personnel designated for use or participation in1

such operations and activities.2

(b) EXCEPTION.—(1) The prohibition contained in3

subsection (a) shall not apply with respect to a foreign gov-4

ernment, private and voluntary organization, or any other5

entity if the President determines and reports to the con-6

gressional committees specified in section 634A of the For-7

eign Assistance Act of 1961 (in accordance with procedures8

applicable to reprogramming notifications under that sec-9

tion) that the provision of assistance to such government,10

organization, or other entity, as the case may be, is impor-11

tant to the national interest of the United States.12

(2) Any determination under paragraph (1) shall in-13

clude a detailed justification of how the provision of assist-14

ance furthers United States national interests.15
