tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,2

SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE.3

This Act may be cited as the ‘‘Political Appointees4

Budgetary Savings Act of 1995’’.5

SEC. 2. BUDGETARY SAVINGS; REDUCTION IN NUMBER OF6

POLITICAL APPOINTEES.7

(a) IN GENERAL.—Effective October 1, 1995, the8

number of Federal political appointees may not exceed9

2,000.10
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(b) DEFINITION.—For purposes of subsection (a),1

the term ‘‘Federal political appointee’’ means—2

(1) an employee described in paragraph (1) or3

(2) of section 7511(b) of title 5, United States Code;4

and5

(2) an individual described in section6

3132(a)(7) of such title.7
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
